The mayor and council were
Invited to attend because
there are a number of
projects in which the board
and the city are Jointly con-
cerned. Principal Item
sought was assistance for an
auxiliary above-ground
water reservoir to supple-
ment present facilities which
are adequate only for normal
operations.

Plans for the additional
reservoir have been In the
making by the board for the
pait two years. However lac*
of funds has been a stumbling
block and the $90 million
federal program seems to be
the solution.
Several other projects were

being considered under the
program. Two of these In-
volve the extension of pipe-
lines for drainage from John
and Louisa Streets out to the
bay. Trouble with flooding on
John Street and stagnation of
blocked water In the ditch
on Louisa Street was en-
countered In recent times

OTHER DATA
TO BE COMPILED

Board president Thomas
Vail maintained that the
council Is preparing plans
for participation In a pro-
posed $500 million federal
program next year for re-
pair and resurfacing of city
streets. At a special meet-
Ing Monday the mayor and
council drew up a resolution
estimating a need of $225,000
for a city hall-library struc-
ture for which aid will be
sought.

Nagle told board members
that If conditions work out

disclosed. At the same time,
Vail said that one day is not
enough for the board to cover
all the facilities on an in-
spection tour.

complaints. They said that
at the end of each phase the
city officials and the board
menruWs will make an in-
spection tour to determine
if poles have to be relo-
cated to the best advantage.

twined and dependent upon the police department. Without
the department there would be chaos, fear, anxiety and
ruthlessness on the part of some people.

Ther« ar« a multitude-of Services that the police perform
for the public. These services seldom reach the stage of
publicity. On the contrary, some people single out the
police to malign them and blame them for all the troubles
that usually originale in the home and for which the resi-
dents are culpable.

A policeman is expected to he professional, often without
being provided with the equipment and the facilities to
reach die standards of quality and workmanship demanded
of him because of the financial conciouBness of the people.

When trouble arises, they are expected to be on the spot,
not realizing that they have other calls and routine duties
to perform. In an emergency, the call is made first to the
police department.

Police, as a general rule, have working conditions which
are depressing, demoralizing and frequently oppressive.
The factory or office worker would balk to accept these
same condltons. The pay they receive is below that ob-
tained by other breadwinners. Yet they have families to
support and aspirations to reach, the same as other
people.
No one tikes to anchored to the same pay year after year.

Just a small periodic increment is all the police ask for
to put them, not on the level with others, but within reach
of them.

They stand to receive your call for help; they stand ready
to risk their lives and security to make your life secure;
when there is foul weather, they are on the Job struggling
against It to make you comfortable; when they deserve
your praise for a Job well done, there is always some-
one to criticze them.

For a maximum of protection and well-being In your
home and in your city, boost the morale of the police by
voting a raise for them. They will show their gratitude
and appreciation in their work.
