The Board of Education,

after receiving Us annual
audit report from the firm

The report disclosed that
all finances have been pro-
perly recorded and made a
slnRle recommendation that
all purchase orders contain
account numbers for char-
ges.

A comparison was made of

revenues and expenditures
between the 1961-1962 and the
1960-1961 school years show-
Ing a district school tax of
$260,904 last year and $235,
248 the year previous to
that. State aid during 1960-
19hl was $35,827 and $38,
406 the following year.
Similarly, tuition during

1960-1961 was $36,105 and
$25,728 the year after. Total
revenues for 1960-1961 a-
mounted to $312,540.75 and
$325,407.64 for 1961 - 1962.
Total expenditures for both
years were $310,432.58 for
1960-1961 and $318,084.18
for 1961-1962.

The board on a motion by
Mrs. Howard Ervln, com-
mended board secretary
Mrs. Leila L. NelU and Su-
perintendent James F. Tus-
tln for maintaining the fis-
cal records in "very good
condition." Copies of the
audit are to be forwarded to
the county superintendent of
schools and to the state com-
nttosioner of education.

These are the facts:"
He continued, "The City df

South Amboy is required by
State statute to make pen-
fllon payments for all City
personnel Inducted into the
armed forces. These pen-'
sion payments are those!
which the employee would
have had deducted from his
pay check if he had been
working for the City, tt is
the sum a patrolman, for in-
stance, would pay out of his
salary If he were on the
active list. In the case of
the "absent policeman" the
monthly payment amounts to
$31.89, not $26.00, as stated
by Councilman Rush."

"Now, if you were to mul-
tiply this figure by 12
months, you arrive at the
sum of $382.68. This 1B what
the City Is contributing to
the pension fund this year for
a patrolman who served
three days. Does Mr. Rush
think this is a small amount
of money? Local taxpayers
are paying this and receiving
nothing in return."

"But Rush has told the peo-
ple only part of the pension
payment story. What he did
not tell is that there Is still
an additional sum of money
to be paid by the City. This
is the employer's contribu-
tion. The City is billed for
this sum by means of a semi-
annual statement or bill, sent

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out by the pension author-
ities. This statement should
arrive around the first of
the year. However, authori-
ties at City Hall have in-
formed me that, based on
approximate ten percent
pension rate, this additional
sum should come to about
$550.00."

"It doesn't take too much
mathematical ability to add
the $382.00 personal con-
tributions to the $550.00 city
contribution to arrive at the
figure of $932.00. This Is
what the City will pay this
year for our Inactive patrol-
man. This Is the result of
Mayor Charmello's poor
Judgment. Of course, next
year, when the patrolman's
salary is automatically In-
creased, the pension pay-
ments will Increase, too,"
concluded Reese.
