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POST-ELECTION

Some of the election excite-
ment was stlll evident
yeaterday when the mayor
and council met for their
first post-election council
session which tocok an
abbreviated form. The
meeting lasted just one hour
and 10 minutes, [t was alsc
an occasion for extending
congratulations to the vic-
torious incumbents,

The principal business in-
volved the approval of two
emergency appropriation
resolutions, one in the
amount of $2,059,37 for re-
pairs to the Mechanicaville
Hose Co, fire truck, and the
other for $987, for the exten-

sion of a sewer line a
distance of 150 feet on David
Street.

It was disclosed by the
council that repairs were
completed yesterday on the
Progressive Fire Co. en-
gine, Council President Ri-
chard J, Schultz summed It
up by saying that it was a
costly year for the city on
fire truck repairs,
A bill of $1,124,45 was

roved for payment tc the
rth Jersey Equipment Co,
for repairs on the cilty
sweeper, The company gave
notice that it will accept
this sum buiholds inreserve
its right to the balance of
the bill, about $800, which the
city refuses to honor,

Councilman Fred Henryin-
quired If the city is legally
respongible in any way for
the additional money and
stated that the controversy
resulted from a diacrepancy
in the eatimate the {irm gave
for the work ‘&ro lect and the
final bill it submitted.

The company, according to
Councilman John Howley,
failed to notify the city of
the higher cost for the
repairs before completing
contravening an agreement
that had been made pre-
viously requiring such noti-
fication. A suggestion by
Mayor Joseph Charmello to
consider thebill as payment
in full was put in motion form
by Councilman J, Peter Rush
and passed,

City Hall Issue Renewed

The two public questions

co—nn the ballot Tuesday, onet

calling for the construction
of a new city hall and the
other, an alternative, to re-
novate the present edifice
and build a separatelibrary,
were defeated because the
proposals were not clearly
defined for the voters, Coun-
cilman Henry remarked.

He sald that the voters did
not know exactly what they
were voting for and, there-

" fore, defeated the referenda,
‘*What if both of the questions
were approved?’’ he asked.

Such an outcome would have
really created a dilemma,
The mayor clarified part of
the problem by recalling that
the council did pass a resolu-
tion at a special meet'ngre-.
cently approving an applica-
tion for federal aid in the
amount of $225,000 on a
matching basis for a new city
hall under the federal public
works assistance act,

Henry asked that this action
be brought to the attention
of the people andthat a fuller
understanding of it be given
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longer conaidered a dis-
tressed area, However, he
mentioned that application
for the aid was made during
the qualifying period.

Of $400 million In federal

money, $40 million has been

assigned to the state and that
this money is8 rapidly being

taken upby other municipali-
ties, the mayor said, He ex-
pressed hope that South
Amboy would be one of the
municipalities which will

receive ‘‘the good news’
that its application had been
approved,

Schultz gave notice that the
city will again request $7,500
on a matching basis for a
bulkhead construction to
protect the sewage disposal
plant and the city garage
at the waterfront when of-
ficfals meet at Toms River
November 20,

Property Purchase Asked
Rojay Homes, developers,
have submitted a request to
the city to purchase lot 31
on block 203 for $250. This
triangular strip of land
on Conover Street, 314 feet
south of the Alpine Street
intersection, was described
as having an area of 1,000
square feet and a frontage
of 70 {eet, The matter was
referred to the chairman of
taxes to determine if the
city should put the lot up for
public auction,

An objection was raised
by Councilman Rush regard-
ing council approval of a 10-
day suspension for the
Thunderbird Inn on an ABC
charge of selling alcoholic
beverages to minors, Heex-
pressed an opinion that the
inn should be given the full
penalty. The tavern penalty
wiil begin Nov, 19,

Money in the amount of

$2,080, was transferred
from various accounts to
other accounts, Rush ex-

plained that the bulk of It
will be used to give police-
men their $100 semi-annual
clothing allowance and that
$175 of 1t will cover city
playground repair costs.

Both political parties had
something to rejoice about
or regret, The Republicans
were happy that Mayor
Joseph Charmello was re-
tained in office, He wonover
Democratic candidare Fred-
eric L. Reese by a 213
majority,

Their _exhilaration. was
tempered by results of the
councilmanic races, Dem-
ocratic councilman-at-large
Incumbent Richard J, Schultz
won over his Republican op-
ponent Adam J, Kierst by
1,005 votes. In the Second
Ward, incumbent Demo-
cratic  Councilman Fred
Henry bested his Republi-
can adversary Phillip J.
Purcell by 82 votes, Incum-
bent Democrat John How-
ley won handily from Repub-
lican’ John McCloud by 173
votes,

Former mayor Thorvald E.,
Olsen of South Amboy, a

votes for sheriff, losing to
Robert Jamison, who re-
celved 2,068, by 529 votes.
In the contest for surro-
gate, Democrat Elmer E,
Brown beat John McCarthy
by 2,104 to 1,388, a dif-
ference of 716.

Defeated candidate Reese,
in Jlosing, made an im-
pressive showing against
three-time mayor Jose
TCharmello by reduclng h
margin of victory to 213
votes, In 1960, Charmello
was victorious by 624 votes;
in 1938 he won by 3554 votes;
in 1956 he defeated former
mayor William O’Leary by
just 13,

Charmello’s big margin,
was attaingd in the Fourth
Ward, In the First District,
he was given 506 votes to
Reese’s . In the Second
District, the difference was
65, or 272 to 207. The ma-
fority in the entire ward
for Charmello was 265 votes,

Reese carried the First
Ward by 29 votes, He won
the Second Ward by a single
vote, 334 to 333, The Third
Ward also went. for Reese
by 22 votes. As anticipated,
Reese’s eat stumbling
block was the mayor’s home
ward, which I8 also Reese’s
regidential ward,

Schultz continued to pace
all other candidates with 3
1,005 plus vote over Adam
Kierst, He gained a tremen-
dous margin in the First
Ward where he picked up
574 votes over his opponent,
The tally there was /81 for
Schultz and 207 for Kiersat,
Kierst made a strong show-
ing in the Fourth Ward, First
| District, where he was given
' 412 votes to 375 for Schultz,
. The Ward voting, however,

gave Schultz 645 to 608 for
l Kierst,.
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The Second and Third
Wards were overwhelm-
fngly for Schultz, In the Sec-
ond, Schultz obtained 440
votes to 210 for Kierst, In
