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Street lighting Power Doubled
Members of the Board of

PiAllC Works, meeting
Tuesday, received a prog-
f t* ! report on the city street
lighting conversion program
Which disclosed that ilTum-
tnatloft had been greatly in-
creased In the area already
completed.

The area Involved, called
Section One, Includes the re-
gion around Feltus Street and
Pine Avenue. The report was
submitted by James J.
Mitchell, a ales representa-
tive of Jersey Central Power
end Light Company, the firm
which Is performing the con-
version from Incandescent
fixtures to mercury vapor
Installation.

According to the report,
which was In response to a
number of comments made
•bout the conversion to the
mayor and council, 112 of
the old type fixtures were
removed In the completed
section. In their place 151
mercury vapor lamps were
Installed for an addition of 39
more lights.

Regarding the output ol
light, the report continued,
where formerly the area was
receiving 576,000 lumens. It
Is new receiving 899,150, or
S23,150 more lumens. This
Increase almost doubles the
former strength of the Illum-
ination.

Mitchell revealed that Sec-
tion Two of the project Is
now In the engineering stage
and that construction will be-
gin on It In the near future.
Section Two covers the
southeastern portion of the
dry.

It Is unfortunate, the report
•aid, that In designing a
proper layout of this type
sotos of the existing fixtures
have to be relocated. Re-
location Is pursued to give a
greater benefit of lighting
for niore people on an over-
all lmmuniation level which
includes the erection of
additional lights.
Board members did not dis-

cuss the report other than to
reiterate that the members
of Che governing body,
they mayor and council, and
members of the board Intend
to make a complete survey
of the work performed after
each cycle Is completed and
will propose recommenda-
tions for necessary changes.

These twin brothers, who
were born in South Amboy 32
years ago, the sons of the
late Mr. and Mrs. Edward
O'Brien, who resided at 212
David Street, have a knack
for doing the unusual to the
great edification of their
friends here in this bay city
of almost 10,000 people.

The latest news flash From
Seattle, where Johnnie
and Eddie now make their
homes, is that Johnnie
ventured into a near-impos-
sible task and came ouj pf it
smfllhg like the champion he
Ifl.

Many denizens of this com-
munity were somewhat
astonished to hear several
weeks ago that Johnnie
had entered politics as a Re-
publican candidate for the of-
fice of commissioner of King
County. Johnnie had placed
his reputation and popularity
at stake, for he was running
In a county which has a pow-
erful Democratic tradition.

The outcome of this plunge
into the unknown, known per-
haps to Johnnie himself, Is
that Johnnie emerged the
victor by almost 12,000 votes
to become the only Republi-
can representative on the
commission.

Your veterinarian can supply
you with pills for motion sick-
ness.

Remember that bits of dust or
dirt can easily get into your
dog's eyes if he's allowed to ride
with his head out of the window.
The wind alone can cause nasal
and eye passage Inflammation.

What about feeding on the
road? When you feed your dog a
dry food, your problem is solved.
Pour out hit regular feeding
portion, add warm water from
the tap, and mix to a crumbly
texture.

"Canned food can be
taken, but," warns Fawcett, "un-
less your dog eats exactly a can
a day, you watte food."

Families flying abroad on va-
cation should check with the air-
lines well in advance to see if
they accept dogs.
