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Job Security for City Employees)
Members of the governing

body voted Tuesday to take
under consideration a mo-
tion made by Councilman
J. Peter Rush to provide
by law a job security mea-
sure for hourly-paid em-
ployees of the city.

Rush asked that all such
employees be granted te-
nure after a period of a-
bout five years employment.
He asked that this proposal
be limited only to hourly
wage earners to the exclu-
sion of all appointed admi-
nistrative personnel.

The idea behind his motion
he said, Is to give such
employees assurance of job
guarantees no matter who
may be elected to the coun-
cil during election years.

"We can stop politics right
here and now regarding city
employment if you want to,
retorted Councilman Fred
Henry who also spoke for
other employees who de-
pend on their jobs for a
livelihood. He said he would
not like to see a policeman
of some other employee re-
moved because of political
purposes.

Henry then remarked that at
the recent annual convention
of the League of Municipali-
ties at Atlantic City he dis-
cussed the proposal of re-
quiring employees to take
civil service examinations
for appointments. He said
that he was informed that
many municipalities have
this plan In effect for such
competitive lobs.

The matter of introducing
a job security law as pro-
posed by Rush was placed
on the agenda to be taken
up at the next business meet-
Ing.

SALE OF CONOVER ST.
PLAYGROUND ASKED

Chairman of the Recrea-
tion Commission Raymond
Skwiat reported by letter to
the mayor and council that
the recreation commission
went on record during its
last meeting recommending
the sale of the Conover Street
playground for city lots and
the relocation of Us else-
where.

Revenue from the sale of
the land, he stated, could be
used to purchase a parcel of
land on Railroad Avenue In
fl/4H<flnn tn fh^ rnjy^ng ftf prn
perry, on the eastern side of
Ridge way Avenue now be-
long to Mrs. Anton .

Simultaneously another let-
ter from the mayor dis-
closing his appointment of
Edward Jaruslewicz to re-
place James Creed and Nels
Thompson to replace Hansell
was read.

The governing body was in-
formed of the approval of the
re-allotment of $10,000 In
state aid, which was pre-
viously earmarked for the
resurfacing of lower Rari-
tan Street, for the paving of
Thompson, Charles and John
Streets and Bertram Avenue.

Councilman Rush said that
the original allotment for
Raritan Street was changed
because of difficulties in re-
solving curbing Installation
on that street for surface
drainage purposes.

Rush also recommended
that the governing body seek
to have larger diameter pip-
Ing placed on Parker Avenue
by the State Highway Depart-
ment in place of the 12 Inch
piping now in existence
there. He said that he did
not think there would be any
opposition from Mr. P. Vannl
of Parker Avenue for ob-
taining an easement for the
piping over his property.

A letter from Charles G.

Hall, executive vice-presi-
dent hi the New Brunswick-
Raritan Valley Chamber of
Commerce, to the mayor and
council requested that an ad-
visory committee be formed
for the development of the
Raritan Valley as soon as
possible.

The l|ft»*r was sent to other
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municipalities which own
land along the river, includ-
ing Highland Park, Edison,
Perth Amboy, East Bruns-
wick, New Brunswick and
Sayrevllle.

"The Raritan River may
well be the key to the future
economic development of the
Raritan River Valley," the
letter stated. "Since there
are several communities
with land along the river, it
is essential that it be deve-
loped in an orderly and In-
tegrated manner. The ideal
time for this is now."

The program to be under-
taken, as proposed, 1B as
follows: Creation of an ad-

A transfer of funds reso-
lution, Amounting to $1,275,
became the basis for a brief
disagreement between mem-
bers of the council at this
week's meeting of the go-
verning body. The issue was
over the procedure followed
In accepting and acting on the
transfers.

Neither of the councilmen,
nor the mayor, had occasion
to analyze or study the tran-
sfers since they were sub-
mitted for approval prior to
the meeting. Members of the
governing body were not sure
for what purpose some of the
money was being transferred

The transfers, from va-
rious accounts to other ac-
counts in the 1962 munici-
pal I budget, nevertheless
were approved unanimously.
The resolution authorized
the city treasurer to trans-
fer $150 to the legal account,
$500 to the police account,
$25 to the poor account,
$100 to parks and play-
grounds and $500 to the
street cleaning account.

Councilman J. Peter Rush
objected to acting on these
figures "In the dark." Coun-
cilman Fred Henry sugges-
ted that this could be cir-
cumvented by holding a spe-
cial meeting of the govern-
ing body just to study bills
submitted for payment. The
controversy then centered
on the deadline for turning
In bills.

A recommendation was
made by Council President
Richard J. Schultz to make
Friday before the scheduled
meetings as the deadline.
However, no action was ta-
ken on this proposal.

City treasurer John D. Leo-
nard remarked that bills for
1962 can be paid through
transfer of funds until March
15, 1963. This statement was
in reference to Henry's sug-
gestion Concerning special
meetings for the review of
bills. Henry said that the
special meetings would only
be held temporarily.
