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Mysterious Underground Cavity
Discovered Under Broadway
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While breaking the road
surface on Broadway Tues-
day morning, workmen were
surprised to find a large,
saucer-shaped void in the
ground beneath the road in
the vicinity of the manhole
at the Second Street inter-
section.

A report on this discovery
was given to the Board of
Public Works that evening
by John Jago, an associate
of Edward C. Reilly, the
city engineer, who stated
that it was amazing that the
road did not cave in at that
point. ,

What probably prevented a
catastrophe on the heavily-
traveled thoroughway was
the bridging of the manhole
located closer to the western
side of center line of the
road, Jago revealed.

It appeared that part of the
cavity extended into Second
Street, some officials dis-
closed. According to Jago, an
area roughly in the shape of
a three-quarter circle
around the manhole had been
eroded by a storm sewer pipe
section which had dislodged
itself.

The authorities have no idea
how long this condition
existed there, but were of
the opinion that it had been
in continuance for some
time. The void was un-
covered by employees of the
Dellapietro firm of Hopelawn
who began excavation work
for the replacement of an
8-inch sanitary sewer line
with a 10-inch line because
of the addition of Amboy
Garden homes to the line.

The storm sewer lies about
three or four feet below the
ground surface. Below it is
the sanitary sewer. At the
Fipet Street intersection
workmen discovered
fissure in the sanitary sewer
line which had been blocked
with solids. Some of the
material had seeped into the
void so that it came to serve
as a sceptic tank.

GOVERNING BODY
HEARS REPORT

Present at the meeting were
members of the governing
body to see what measures
could be taken immediately
on the emergency. In
attendance was Mayor Jo-

President Richard J. Schultz
and Councilmen John
Howley, Fred Henry and
Eugene Szeszko.
They all agreed with the

board action, following a mo-
tion made by board member
Philip Sullivan, to turn the
supervision of the work over
to Superintendent Michael
Nagle to get repair underway
so that Broadway would not
be tied up too long.

Mayor Charmello urged
caution against having a
"blank check" given for the
project and urged that the
repairs be started as soon
as possible in case a storm
should visit this area. Mean-
while, the area had been
barricaded to detour the
traffic. Jago estimated that
the cost of repair may be
anywhere from $500 to
$1,000 depending on the ex-
tent of the area that has to
be filled in.

The spokesman also dis-
closed that with' the installa-
tion of the new sanitary line,
two manholes will be eli-

mlnated and filled In HO
that they will not even be
in evidence afterwards.
Temporary repairs were
made in the lines pending
permanent work. He said
that the new line will have
a continuous grade of about
27 Inches for gravity flow.
INSURANCFPROJECT
PROGRESS REPORT
A statement to the board

was submitted regarding the
consolidated extended in-
surance coverage plan for
the city whose total cost was
reported at $16,574.43. Of
this sum, the board's share
would be $4,635.72, and the
city's share at $11,938.71.

A breakdown of the board's
share is as follows: automo-
bile, $282.98; liability,
$1,175.64; workmen's com-
pensation, $2,089.10; bonds,
$30; inside-outside security
and safe burglary, $40; and
fire, $1,018. Some of this
cost will be shared with the
city.

Board members, who
desired the figures to be
broken down to the two
accounts of sewerage and
water services, referred
this matter -to the auditor
and the superintendent to
resolve. It is expected that
final action on the insurance
plan will be taken by the
Council Tuesday.

A resolution was passed
by the board to write
off sundry Bewer and water
charges in the amount of
$413.72. These old charges
were determined either
totally uncollectible or at
best not collectible in the
near future. The charges are
covered by a 100 per cent
reserve.

Less
than two years of age, Num-
Ifer 44W welghs390,000
pounds and can develop a
tractive effort of 89,000 with
a horsepower of 4,400. These
66 rectifier-type loco-
motives are interesting in
that they are equipped with
66 steam locomotive bells
which were saved by the line
when the engines were
scrapped. The powerful
electric locomotives have a
wheel arrangement of 4-4-2.

CITY HALL PROJECT
After two years* of planning

With
the new civic center, the
gross debt percentage would
be 4.59 of the average equal-
ized valuations. The average
valuation is the average
ascertained over the past
three preceding years,
a school debt of $509,000
and a municipal debt of
$255,500. The total net debt
amounts to $267,500 and with

trrr ~&Ui)tlluflut~ $300,000, It
] would reach $767,500.

Sklllman wrote that the pro-
ject. If federally approved,
will substantially improve
the debt status of the city
and he stated that he sees
no reason why bonds could
not be issued for the project

, which would then Include an
'extension of credit to the
city.
