WHAT ARE WE DOING ABOUT CIVIL DEFENSE?

A more ;ipproprlati> ililo would be "What are we
neglectlnR ti> do In our Civil Dofenne program?" We
have a Civil Defenae program Jn effect, hgt how ef-
fective Is it?, .Just recently several counctlmen at a
council meeting deplored the lack of civil defense prep-
aration In our city. If we reflect on this for a moment,
we will conclvjdjsijhat tfcey are right.

Almost two decades have paused and still we do not
have adequate nuclear bomh shelters. Buildings that
can serve as shelters.remain unmarked and unpubllcized.
Will a panic teach us to take care of these things'*

Our Civil Defense committee has done little to publi-
cize measures to be taken when disaster strike*. The
public Is apathetic, but so in the committee, it seems.
The residents must know what to do in cases of emer-
gency. The few seconds they have to prepare for an
attack does not afford them the time to prepare ade-
quttely without some organized program to follow.

The Civil Defense committee should conduct life sav-
ing programs, publish and distribute material thai can
be consulted and teach the people to be self-reliant
as much as they are able. We are sorely lacking In
such things.

One thing everv person should know In case of an
attack, that is, to listen to Instructions over the radio.
They should know that rhey can tune into the CONI'LRAD
frequency (MO or 1240 Kc.l, for information as to
what they Bhould do. They should know that a blast
of from 3 to ."> minutes duration is the warning signal.

We have prepared some emergency information in
an article In this issue for the citizens to read. It is
a sketchy one, but may be the mart for a more ex-
tensive inquiry by those who lake the Initiative. Some
have already. The majority of us have not. We must
be ever conscious of this kind of preparedness I
