About 3 months ago Sayre-
ville passed a sand and
gravel mining ordinance
limiting excavation of earth
after six months to local
firms. Only about 3 more
months remain to truckers
under this statute. Szeszko
said that relief will be forth-
coming when this period of
grace expires.
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It took the mayor and coun-
cil only 45 mil ites to con-
clude its aecond regulai
meeting of December this
past Tuesday.

Reilly through lot 2 in block
68, at the southern end of
Parker Avenue near Veter-
ans Field. In another letter
from Reilly, it was disclosed
that Benlap Homes hsd com-
piled with the condition made
by the Planning Board tore-
place Impellers at the Am-1

boy Gardens pumping station
with larger diameter im-
pellers.

The Planning Board gave a
report In writing of its ac-
complishments during 1962.
Listed were the adoption of
a new master plan, revision
of the zoning ordinance which
Included increasing the plot
size for two-family and
multiple faiflly dwellings
and designating certain
areas as business and In-
dustrial zones.

The board also granted final
approval for sections one
and two of Benlap Homes
development and for section
three of Amahore housing,
both in the Stevensdale part
of the city. Councilman John
Howley asked the governing
body to give the board a
vote of confidence for its
work.

ment for many years. Em-
ployed as a test desk man
at New Jersey Bell Tele-
phone Company, working
from New Brunswick, he hsd
been a Democratic commit-
teeman of the Fourth Ward
and is a member of Progres-
sive Fire Company.

The city council received a
request from the executive
board of the city Fire De-
partment to grant an in-
crease of $25 to all firemen
in pay. Firemen now re-
ceive $75 per year. The
request was taken under ad-
visement.

Another request for a cost
of living Christmas bonus
was received from em-
ployees of the city. No ac-
tion was taken at that time
on this proposal.

An Invitation was extended
to the mayor and council to
the annual buffet supper to
be held by the South Am-
boy Police Reserve at the
Hlilcrest Inn January 12 at
8 P.M. when Inauguration
ceremonies will be con-
ducted.
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In a tetter to the govern-
ing body the South Amboy
First Aid Squad expressed
its admiration for the
manner In which a recent
fire at Dillon's restaurant
was extinguished by local
firemen. The speed and ef-
ficiency of the firemen re-
sulted In a minimum of dam-
age to the premises Novem-
ber 14, the letter stated.
Copies of the letter will be
sent to each of the five fire
companies.

A communication from
Mayor Thomas Cangeml of
Jersey City urged city of-
ficials to support legislation
legalizing off-track betting
or a state lottery so that the
public would be given
a chance to vote on such a
measure. __

Msyor Gangemi stated that
the alternative Is the threat
of a state sales tax or an
Income tsx which, he said,
would strike hardest at those
least able to pay for needed
state revenue. HI* proposal
was received for further
study.

The state Bureau of Housing
Is seeking to compile a re-
port on the location In each
community of housing fa-
cilities which are available
to elderly citizens and asked
for such Information on the
matter in South Amboy.

A report from Councilman
Howley disclosed that he had
contacted Daniel Zach of
Briggs Chevrolet about
"chopping off" parts of the
corners of Broadway and
Main Street to ease a traf-
fic condition at that Inter-
section which constitutes a
hazard to motorists, Howlsy
said that Zach had been co-
operative although no deci-
sion had been reached about
this.

Congratulations were ex-
tended by Council President
Richard J. Schultz to Police
Chief John T. Gleason on
his re-appointment as ser-
geant-at-arms of the state
Police Chiefs Association
and to the local Girl Scouts
for the 30-foot Christmas
tree they had put up at the
South Amboy Memorial Hos-
pital grounds.

Two resolutions were
adopted, one asking Presi-
dent Kennedy to extend the
$900 million Accelerated
Public Works program be-
yond 1963 for an additional
$900 million through Con-
gressional approval and the
granting of a senior citizen
tax exemption in the amount
of $85.20 to Mm. Cecilia
Baczynskl of 353 David
Street.

Schultz extended the city's
sympathy to the family of
the late Police Chief Olsen
of Sayrevllle who, he said,
cooperated through many
years with the local police,
and congratulated the Rec-
reation Commission for Its
record during 1962 and for
its recommendation of a
bowling league for youths
during 1Y63.

Juseph Duffy.

Kvlst was scheduled to re-
tire last summer but wan
asked to remain in office
until the end of this month.

Ihnmpson, who conducted
the first of the two Naturali-
zation Court proceedings,
noted that In almost 35 years
Kvlst had never missed
{•irher a preliminary or final
court hearing.

"Not only Is this long term
of service so remarkable but
what Is more notable Is the
manner and way he has per-
formed the Juties of his of-
fice during that period," aald

I Thompson.
"Mr. Kvist dedicated his

life t<» the service of others
and . . . he has helped
and assisted thousands In
our county to become citi-
zens."

Thompson said It was "a
privilege" to pay tribute "to
this man for his devotion
coupled with kindness and
thoughtfulnesB these many,
many years."

Kvlst was similarly hon-
ored last summer at what
was to have been hia final
appearance In Naturalization
Court.
