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RECREATION PROGRAM REPORT PRAISED
A report from the City

Recreation Commission co-
vering Its activities and ac-
complishments during 1962
at well as Its recommenda-
tions for 1963 was well re-
ceived by the mayor and
councllmen last week.

The commission super-
vises six municipal play-
grounds which are described
as fully equipped. These are
located at City Halt, David
and Rosewell Streets, Ve-
terans Field, Sixth Street,
Conologue Avenue and Me-
chanicsvilie. Included In the
staff employed by the com-
mission were a director and
an assistant director, play-
ground Instructors, arts and
craft ancWnuslc teachers,
and twof summer programs
beach life guards.

The commission functions
under the philosophy that
happy and occupied children
stay out of trouble and are
prevented from coming
under the disease of Idle-
ness and summer doldrums
when time is heavy on their
hands. Throughout the year
It provided an Interesting
and diversified program In
keeping with this philosophy.

In addition to the six play-
grounds, the commission
also had under its super-
vision til* William Colucci
snd James Harrigan fields
at the waterfront, Veterans
Field in Maxfleld and, pe-
riodically, Hoffman High
School gymnasium for or-
ganized sports activities.
Prom every perceptible
point of view, Us program
seems to have been a highly
successful one.

The Little League provided
useful recreation for about
200 youngsters, the report
discloses. Little Leaguers
were divided Into two divi-
sions, or leagues, the Na-
tional and American, in
whlcb each team played 16
scheduled contests. Compe-
tition In each league reached
a high pitch up to and Includ-
ing the playoff series be-
tween the number one and
two tes"ms In each league
battling away for the city
championship.

In the American league, the
first-place winner was the
Llona team; In the National,
it was Enterprise. However,
both teams were dethroned
In the playoffs by the spunky
Progressive Fire Company
team which had won the
championship two conse-
cutive years.

The regular schedule of
these teams was abetted by
two All-Star teams which
were entered In the County
s^eeholders Tournament,
Both teams vindicated them-
selves admirably and the
American League team en-
try even took top honors
from the 26 county teams
who took the field.

The Commission gives
much credit for the success-
ful conclusion of its Little
Leage season to the volun-
teer men who gave their
time, efforts and talent in
managing the teams. It tab-
bed these volunteers as un-
selfish men who helped avert
much possible, juvenile de-
linquency In the city. Credit
was also assigned to the
sponsors of the ten teams
who generously contributed
to the support of the teams
and purchased uniforms for
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the players.
A schedule of IS games for

each of six teams In the Babe
Ruth League was promoted.
Two of the teams were spon-
sored by the Morgan Athle-
tic Association. The league
ltielf is affiliated with the
National and State Babe Ruth
League, the commission re-
veals.

At the conclusion of the re-
gular season, the first four
teams then competed for the
playoff trophy. Regular sea-
son winner, the Sacred Heart
CYO, was upended and the
Morgan Lions emerged vic-
torious. The league spon-
sored an all-star team which
played In both the state and
county tournament.

Recreation was not confined
to the small fry or to the
Juniors. It was also extended
to the seniors in the foTm of
the Softball League which
was comprised of six teams
namely, Protection, Enter -
prise* Independence Fire
Companies, Sacred Heart,
Kngllsh Sunoco and K. of C.

All teams battled through
two rounds, or halves, meet-
ing once weekly for a span
of 10 weeks. Protection
emerged aa the regular sea-
son and playoff winner and
finished in the semi-finals In
the Freeholder Open Tour-
nament which consisted of
44 teams.

Baseball prominence In the
city, advanced to great
heights by Ailit Clark and the
O'Brien brothers, who made
the major leagues, was given
another boost with the spon-
sorship of an All-American
Amateur Baseball Associa-
tion team managed by Kd
"Lefty" Zebro. In two years
of competition In the league
sponsored by the New Bruns-
wick Recreation Commis-
sion, the South Amboy team
copped second place In 1961
and the championship this
year.

Play Is restricted to boys
| who are 17 to 20 years of age.
I This year's team sought to
attain to greater height at the

'Conclusion of league's play
but was stymied by the East
Chester, N. Y. team at Ve-
terans Field, which won the
honor of going to Johnstown,
Pa., for the tournament.

Two outdoor basketball
courts were put to good use
at the Hoffman High School
grounds this summer. Four
teams were organized Into a
league which proved very
popular.

SUMMER PROGRAM
EXPANDED

Summer la a time young-
sters find themselves with-
out things to do. To offset
this dllema, the commission
promoted an Arts and Craft
program which surpassed all
previous years for par-
ticipation. Daily classes
were conducted for over 200
Interested girls at the Hoff-
man High School gym at
which the fundamentals of
handiwork were taught. Only
those 5 to 12 years were
eligible.

The children undertook
projects In music and dra-
matics as well, making pre-
sentations to an average of
50 parents weekly on Fri-
days. The program was high-
lighted with a display of ex-
hibits and a sharing of re-
freshments on the final day.

Summer dances were con-
ducted every Friday on the
school grounds and about 300
were In attendance each
dance time. In addition a
summer Junior Olympics, an
Indoor senior basketball lea-
gue and a Little Guys Bas-
ketball league were spon-
sored.

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RECOMMFNDATIONS
FOR 1963

The Commission, which 1B
headed by Raymond Skwiat
as chairman, has made some
far-reaching recommenda-
tions during 1963. Above all,
it urges better maintenance
procedures for the three
fields to keep erosion to a
minimum. The field have
deteriorated much In past
years. Perpetual care of the
fields ana playgrounds, they
maintain, Is a vital neccesl-
ty.

Within the scope of main-
tenance, the commission ur-
ges additional landscaping
and seeding to fill in ruts
and to arrest dust condi-
tions, the most destructive
force. At Veterans Field the
commission would like to see
gates Installed. It wants the
same for the Conlogue Ave-
nue and Rosewell Street play
grounds.

The commission also re-
commends the relocation of
the Mechanlcsville play-
ground so that it will serve I
more youngsters, greatei |
surveillance of the Sixth St.
playground so that ice skat-
Ing and tennis playing will
not be hampered by vanda-
lism. Electricity has been
added to the Sixth Street
playground for night re-
creation activities.

A final recommendation
was In support of a perma-
nent meeting place for the
commission In the new pro-
posed municipal building. If
it Is materialized so that its
programs may be facilitated.

Lotteries Versus State Taxes
A state lottery and off-track betting have been pro-

posed by some officials to increase much needed state
revenues and to forestall the Imposition of a sales or
Income tax on New Jersey residents. The state Tax
Policy Commission Is now preparing a report on this
matter which will be given to the state legislature.

Last week the mayor of Jersey City, Thomas Gangeml,
circulated a letter to all New Jersey municipalities urging
a public referendum on legalized off-track betting and
a state lottery, calling them the only logical and painless

. answers to the state's financial problems."
The alternatives are a new broad-based sales or Income

tax which Gangemi and others assert will hit hardest
at those that are least able to pay them. The result of
sucb legislation, they say, will be to aggravate the
monetary problems rather than to alleviate them.

Leaders of the recently-Informed "Legalized Off-Track
Betting Association of New Jersey" which Is presently
campaigning to obtain a minimum of 200,000 members
In the state's 21 counties, say that the state is ripe for
such legislation. They maintain that 80 per cent of the
people would vote for it.

These officers of the organization maintain that there
is ho moral issue Involved since they are not advocating
gambling but are only In favor of legalizing that which
already exists. Their aim, they declare, Is to help
the wage earners. People, they insist, detest sales
or Income taxes.

Their principal argument Is that Illegal horse betting
and various number gamea remain untouched by taxes
and that bookies thrive on them. The revenue that could
be obtained from these sources, if legalized, would be
astounding.

EMERGENCY NEED FOR NFW MONFY
The state's financial condition is approaching the

traumatic stage. New services such as expansion of the
educational system, paying of new roads, welfare and
medical facilities have greatly Increased state expendi-
tures and liabilities. Something has to be done to bring
more money In.

The stste has been the recipient of millions of dollars
from Its four race tracks In past years. Racing accounts
for about $25 million of revenue a year, a sum which
off-track betting supporters say can be multiplied many
times over If their legislation is adopted. ThlB gap in
money received and money that could be received Is
what the bookies garner In yearly.

A liberalization of betting practices in the state will
rejuvenate the treasury and would enable the state to
promote other worthwhile welfare services to Its peo-
ple at a minimum of cost. Many charitable and religious
organizations benefit Immensely from bingo and raffle
proceeds. If these are lawful, why should off-track betting
and lotteries be kept illegal?

This seems to be the answer to the legislative search
for additional finances. The New Jersey Senate and As-
sembly will wrestle with this issue and It is a known
fact that they look with distaste on backing new major
state tsxes In the up and.coming election when many
Assembly and some Senate jeats are at stake. No one
wants to see a new layer of taxes Imposed especially
at a time when school budgets meet with so much
resistance.

With the state running a deficit this year In Its budgeted
money, It will be- forced to act one way pr another. A
solution will have to be found. Will the outcome be a new
broad-based tax on utility bills, including telephone,
electric, gas and fuel, a sales tax on purchases, an in-
come tax, or off-track betting and lotteries?

SUSPENSION

The retail consumption lic-
ense of Colonel Cooper, Inc.,
situated on Route 35, was
given a suspension of 30
days by the Division 6f Al-
coholic Beverage Control of
the State Department of Pub-
lic Safety. The suspension,
which will go into effect Jan-
uary 2, Is for charges that
the establishment sold al-
coholic beverages to minors
18 and 14 years of age and
for Impeding the investiga-
tion.
