Actually, tfcefeook
does not tell the reader any-
thing baalc about the Social
Security law that he would
not find In tne fTWTsootleHi
available at his Social Se-
curity office.
However, the book does

contain advice that If fol-
lowed, Bass said, might
place a person In a worse,
rabter tban a better financial
position. And following some
of the advice might result
in extensive lnveetlgatlon by
the Social Security Ad-
minlstratlon and thus delay,
rather than speed up the
payment of a claim for So-
cial Security benefits. A re-
view revealed 184 errors o*
faet In m*»t 122 p*gee of tbe
text of this book, the Social
Security Official said.
