How Much Is A Library Worth?

The sound and the fury are beginning to be heard
and felt In the city about the lack of an adequate library
for its 8,000 plus residents. While surrounding municipal-
ities are making extraordinary efforts to provide their
people wltb culture-inducing facilities, South Amboy seems
to be dragging Its feet In this respect.

for several years now our public schools havs dis-
continued music programs for their students. The result
i s that the youths and youngsters attending public school
classes have no real appreciation of good music and
resort. more and more to the vulgar commercialised
nonsensical runes which true music lovers find so dis-
cordant to their ears.

The same la happening to the intellectual facets of
life In the municipality. Only a few of us are fortunate
to the degree where we can afford personal libraries of
our own. The vast majority of the residents depend on
a free public library for their source bf reading material.

When thle facility is absent or Inadequate, a mental
deterioration sets in. Before lone even the book lovers
will become disinclined In pursuing intellectual devel-
opment through good reading matter.'

By far, the greatest sufferer* in a situation like ours
are the school pupile. Everyone Is convinced of the fact
that ideal students are not so much born that way, but
nurtured gradually through much and varied reading.
Extensive reading sharpsna their minds, Increases their
vocabulary, excites their curiosity and expands their
comprehension of subjects In general. Non-readers sre
usually poor readers whereas frequent readers are rapid
readera.

Every teacher In school encourages hie pupile to
read. Imagine the handicap our teachere work tinder when
they urge their pupils to read and are told that the munici-
pal and school libraries don't have much to offer. It
is a devastating situation.

When the. Fourth Street School was. discontinued,. there

were some proposals made to erect a public library at
that site, Ae much as 170,000 waa suggested for an
expenditure for the construction of a library there. Now
the city has received another offer, one which has much
merit. It has been offered the former Calvary Methodist
Church property on Stevens Avenue and Second Street,
recently-vacated, at a library headquarter*.

We are not particularly favoring the purchase of this
building and property tor s public Library alft64 U la Ml
especially our business in promote au«h a tranesotlutt,
but we will state firmly thai »h« nntpnaed sire It ideally
located, nut t<*> Ulatani from either of the Ihres schools
In the city and certainly, tit this motor age, wUhln reach
of atmnst everyone.

The prtre tag for this sits la S2V00O, Renovations
and conversion ur ths building Into a library nave bsen
estimated at a cost of $S,000, a total sum of 130,000.
la waiting and dickering ovsr a alts and the appropriation
Of th! Mtdtd mow* wp.rjh deprivlM our youngsters and
adults of this vital service? This bunding, renovated and
convsrted, could serve a decade or more as a library If
the majority of the people would rather wait ten years or
longer uhtn a new municipal center it built.

When an alarm sounds, we don't know whether 10
or 100 firemen will be able to respond. There are 180
Fire Department volunteer firemen when the Department
is at full strength ready to anawer fire calls When they
are available.

From the number of firs alarm taps sounded^
k now approximately where a fire la located, but they <
not know of how serious a nature* the firs is until thty
appear on the scene. It may be a home or a aehoot ablaxe,
nr a car or school bus where people's lives are in danger.

Need we mention the nttr-catastrophe that occurred
on tipper Main Street near St. Mary's Cemetery recently
when a gasoline-ladtn truck caught on fire and jeopardised
a great area? Tragedy hat been averted in a number of
other fires following the prompt arrival of firemen*

We are grateful that we Have men iii the Fire OspeJtt-
rnent who from time to time risk their lives and health
and who do not shirk their duties or responsibilities.
