RESIDENTS PETITION SECOND

PROPERTY

A harried mayor and coun-
cil, wearied by the number
of complaints registered
with them about the recent
property assessment valua-
tion for tax purposes, came
under fire again at this|
weok’s councll meeting,
Present at the meeting were
about 30 taxpayers, almost
unanimously denouncing the
firm and the procedures used
to arrive at their tax asses-
ments,

Read publicly was a petition
signed hy six property ow-
ners of Portia Street re-
questing that Municipal Re-
valuations, Inc., of Maple-
wood, the firm which made
the su be asked to as-
sess their properties again
with the object of
their assessments, Also
read was a letter from are-
sident complaining of her
high tax bill with relation to
the lack of improvement on
the street she lives,

Councilman John Howley,
who again was neminated to
take over the uflvel of acting
council president in the ab-
sence of Richard J, Schultz
who 18 still recuperating at
the South Amboy Memorial
Hospital from a leg ailment,
was the chief spokesman for
the governing body, anawer-
ing quastions fired at him
from thé audiénce,

As chajirman of the council
tax committee, Howley tried
hin utmomst to convince the
c‘uaulunou that the revalus-
tion program was not initla-
ted by the city, but wam forced
nrun it hy atate statute, }ie

alno tried to make clear that
the murvey project was ad-
vortinmt  an prescrihed by
law and the comterct (o do
the work wan awarnided to the
lowent hidder,

Fvident throughout the aon
ajlon was o particutar anmily
for the revaluating firm, One
tenitiont dovalred that he will
not permit any replosenta-
tive «f the firm to ro-onter
him hoime agaln for any pur-
pused, This raised a ques-
tion of whether such an a-
gont can be barred from a
home,

The consensus of opinior
seomed tobethat such agents
could have legally been bar-
red from the homes when
they made their initial sur-

vey, even though they wars:

property from another,
Former mayor Willlam O’-
Leary, who owns property
at 326 Portia Street and who
was one. of the petition aig-
ners, siad that he welcomes
the opportunity to have his
Tty re-assessed, pro-
viding that other petitionern
are present dusing the sur.
vey and that he 1a allowed

to be present when their
properties are belng re-
assessed,

He explained that a pro-
perty near his, which has
2 greater square foot ac-
reage, is being assessed at
2 much lower rate per aquare
foot although he admitted that
his has more fron-
tage, He wanted others to be

resent should his property
¢ re-assessed in order to
eliminate any possibility of
suspicion that he was re-
ceiving favorable treat-
ment,

Councilman J, Peter Rush
spoke up to say that “‘each
and every resident should
be extended the courtesy of
having his property re-as-
sesaed if such a person has
doubts about the accuracy
of his assessments made
previously, At the sametime
Howley émphasized onceé a-
galn, and wished residenta
to be apprised of the fact,
that the governing body lm
powsrless to reduce any as-
sessment and that the only
recourse s to flle a tax
appeat with the county,
