On the other hand, we are not so poor that we can't
give our children the opportunities to satisfy their bask
need* with respect to educational values and experiences
without resorting to all the frills and extras that some
more affluent school districts provide.

For some time now our school system has been
treated like an orphan with comparison to other school
systems in 'the area. Teachers are not paid on par with
teachers of neighboring districts, unless they are newly-
trained Incoming teachers.

There Is no reason why teacher* with 13 or 25
years of service should bo penalized for their longevity
of teaching. This rfmacks of pettinef* and narrow-minded-
"*** and destroy* chartr Incentive of developing their
teaching capabilities to the fullest, not to mention the
important factor of moirale. Some teachera' of good
promise have already If ft the ayetem because of the
flimsy or inadequate future they faced In the system

ft has bsen. disclosed in the committee report that
behind each itudsnTl* aboot $21,591 of assessed property
valuation, which rencert no excuse along the lin* of
administration for not providing sufficient pecullna

teaching experience.

Parent* who are negligent for the manner In which they
rear their children are in good part responsible for the
future welfare of their offspring. Such a home situation

But when there 1B sufficient Income and it is not
applied properly toward the upbringing of the children,
then the culpability of the parents is the more obvious.

In the aame manner; a community which can afford
to pay teachers a better financial reward fo/ their teaching
efforts and does*-not, is guilty of the lack of enthusiasm
some teacher* might develop In the classroom. Lack of
enthusiasm often spell* poor performance, and how much
pressure can administrators apply to euch teachera If the
pay of the teachers Is inadequate?
