Is a question-answer forum
conducted publicly st City
Hall last week, interested
persons were Informed that
once a municipality votes
to adopt Civil Service status,
it can exercise no powers
st a later time to relieve
Itself of Us Jurisdiction by
the atate.
Spokesmen for Civil Ser-

vice, Richard C, JJarling,
p r i n c i p a l perscpneltech-
nician, and his associate.
Donald Bennett, told thi
group that the city will retain
the authority to establish
rates of psy to its employes.
However, the state depart-
ment will recommend ranges
of compensation for various
municipal occupations which
the city la In no way obligated
to accept.

It was brought out by the
speakers that permanent
employees will not be sub-
jected to physical and mental
examinations If they had been
in the employ of the city
prior to approval of the
referendum.

Any person can be Employed
temporarily for a period of
four months in a non-com-
petltlve Job without coming
under the Jurisdiction of
Civil Service, but at the
expiration of this period any-,
one eligible can seek* to gain
die Job through Civil Service
testing.

The points which elicited
the most Interest and con-
c e r n amond p r e s e n t
employees waa Job classifi-
cation. Most employees
double up on two snd three
jobs according to the need
and wondered now their jobs
would be classified.

If an employee performs
several Jobs, such as a
laborer, truck driver and
heavy equipment operator,
Civil Servfte will not curtail
his duties, that Is, not change
hia Job In any way, shape
or form, hut will elasalfy
hi* employment acumtlnjt
to hi* |)Hmery work. All
other (luttea wlllh* regarded
aa Im Ulrntil.

are enrolled In 20 of the
state's 21 counties with some
counties having up to 4,000
workers administered by
Civil Service. More than 100
municipalities have adopted
Civil Service.

Municipalities can admin-
ister suspensions for infrac-
tions to employees up to a
maximum of 9 days on no
more than three occasions
during the year. Hearings
ire held by the local govsrn-
in*-bodies. Up to this limit
the Civil Service does not
Interfere. Civil Service, it
was explained, tries to regu-
late appolntmenra and
promotions on a merit baa la
and doea not endeavo to give
security to employees who
prove themselves Incompe-
tent.. :

In essence, the forum
brought out the myriad com-
plexities of Civil Service,
for numerous situations
arise of a complicated nature
which require expert Judg-
ment and solution. At the
forum it was made evident
that countless numbers of
questions could be asked
relative to Jobs and Civil
Service status.

The final determinant of
whether Civil Service should
be adopted rests with the
governing body. However,
should tne voters endorse
It, the referendum vote will
act aa a mandate to officiate.
In all 54 city employees will
be affected, including 17
members of the Police De-
partment. ^

Sgt. Charles Travinaky of the
Police Department relayed
a menage received from
Patrolman Francis Norsk,
that a very serious leak had
occurred on Portia Street
between Feltu* Street and
Stevens -Avenue. Norek waa
on patrol car duty at the time.

Earlier reports disclosed
that a geyser about two feet
high gushed up through the
asphalt above a water main

Little islands
of a and were deposited along
Portia Street along the flow
of the wapr to Peltua Street
and its destination, the
trench along Veterans Field.

Grand Jury Gets
Beer Purchase Case
Three local youths, one age

17 and the others 16, testi-
fied In court Monday that
defendant William Welah of
110 North Broadway was en-
gaged by them to purchase
beer for consumption by the
minors July 5.
Each of the youths, seniors

at local high schools, told
Magistrate John K Everln
that they had contributed
U.13 each for the purchase
of three 6-packs of beer
which they later drank at the
waterfront. Bringing up* the
chargea against Welsh was
Pstrolman John O'Leary who
ITated that he waa given a
tip about the beer purchase
for the minors at police
headquarters by an in-
former.

Mullsne prosecuted the case
fo the city while Norman
Cohen of Cohen and Cohen,
Perth Amboy, defended
Welsh. Neither of the Juven-
iles waa able to reveal whets
the beer was purchased.
Negotiations for the pro-
curement were made on
Henry Street near Broadway,
they disclosed.

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Boilers Damaged By Standpipe Leak
Juat a few minutes after

Superintendent of Public
Works, Michael Nagle in-
formed the Board ol Public
Works, at their meeting
Tueaday that no more street
line leaks had developed In
the city water system enab-
ling work to be performed
on the Conlogue Avenue
standpipe, a police officer
notified the board that one
of the largest teak* yet leen
had been discovered on
Portia Street. - <
Prior to this Information

the board, on the recom-
mendation of Nagle, had set
Tueaday night, October 29,
as the date they would shut
off the water to the atand-
plpe so that they could do
welding on the tank reser-
voir the following morning.
Jt_ waj.(hft Jotifition pj the
board to feed the water sys-
tem Unas with water directly
from the water treatment
plant ao that the atandplpe
could be bypassed and
drained. The water tank was
to be emptied through home
consumption of the bolume
contained in the tank.

To a question from board
member, Thomas Vail,
whether bypassing the tank
would cause "SO more leaks
to occur in the water line
system,'1 Nagle replied that
f e w e r leaks could be
expected this time. Residents
were to be notified prior to
the shutting off of the water
