At Ua meeting Tuesday the

Board of Public Work* once
again began giving serious
consideration to the erection
of a new water reaervolr to
aerve ita conaumera of
water, This proposal came
after a eertea oj* difficultly
Involving leaka in the preaent
tank on Conlogue Avenue and
In the water line ayatem
developed.

Sertoua trouble In the sys-
tern began October 2 when
the atandpipe tank aprang a
teak at Ua base rcleaalng
almoat 300,000 gallone of
water and requiring major
repalra. Thla leak was fol-
lowed by a number of other
leaka In the ayatem which
kept the water department
busy day and night.

The Last major water
system leak occurred on
Portia Street where a 12-
inch cast Iron feeder line
pipe to the tank manufac-
tured a four-toot crack
sending gallons of water
down Feltus Street. The
portion of the line with the
c r a c k had since been
replaced.

Fearful of possible future
emergencies, the board waa
unanimous In Its decision to
begin planning for a new tank
to remove the burden from
the present SO-foot high 50-
year - old atandpipe. Hoe-
ever, b o a r d membera
deferred discussing details
on "a new tank- pending e-
speclal meeting scheduled
for December 3 at I p.m.
at City Hall. Meanwhile, data
will be sought to give the
board a basis for discussion
and planning. . ..*•

Since to many leaks
developed In the ayatem
following the standplpe leak,
as many aa 10 and 15 at
one time aa was disclosed
a month ago at a meeting,
there was some thought of
replacing some of the un-
derground piping said to be
30 and 40 yeara old In many
inatancee. However, thla
proposal waa quickly aban-
doned after Superintendent
Michael Nagle estimated that
such a pro|ect might run
Into millions of dollars.
