This bill has been out-
standing  since about 1B
months sgo although it had
received (he necessarythree
signatures from councilmen,
However, it lacks the sig-
nature of Mayor Jos
Charmellc whom Szeszko
prevailed upon not to
endorse,

The bill is for painting
traffic lines and crosewalks
under contract to Adam
Sadowski for which Szesako
maintains six snd & half
cents per running foot was
charged. He states that the
work could have been per-
formed for three cenis a
foot, according to estimates
he received,

in his campaign statement
Szeszko threatened to call
an investigation of the bill
by the county prosecuior, s
threat he said he would carry
out if the bill isn’t adjusted
properly, .
