In a Joint statement Issued

this week by the Democratic

More extensive coverage
and general liability at a
proportionate reduced pre-
mium because of the com-
prehensive nature of the po-
licy were put forth aa the
principal advantages of the
new plan.

Insurance coverage and lia-
bility compensation for city
employees, fire and burglary
provisions and more liberal
terms for bonding of certain
city officials, the report sta-
ted.

The spokes mejn were un-
animous In their opinions
that the new Insurance pro-
gram was drawn up and exe-
cuted at an opportune time
in view of the emergenclaa
that followed later In the
year.

Reference waa made par-
ticularly to the numerous
water line breaks which oc-
curred in October aa a re-
sult of s teak which sprang in
ths water standplpe tank on
Conlogue Avenue. The tank
regulates the flow of water
throughout the distribution
system,
