These words of Dr. George )V. Corner are as true today
as they wcrje five yeais ag$T
when that etriihent scientist
addressed the First Interna-
tional Conference on Con-
genital Malformations.

Whet baa happened in the
yean since then? Much prog-
ress in this field has occurred.
Much more will occur. Here
are only a few of the latest de-
velopments , which mean new
life to thousands of babies:
• The PKU teat, which de-

tects phenyiketonuria in ba-
bies only a few days after
birth. Formerly, the child
could not be tested for this
condition until weeks after
birth. Today, if detected in
time by the new test devel-
oped by a March of Dimes
grantee, the condition can
be held in cheek toy* spe-
cial diet. Undetected, PKU
can cause mental retarda-

• tion In children.
• The galactosemla teat, devel-

oped to. detect both victims
and symptom-free carriers of
this inherited disease which
la caused by a chemical birth
defect that can result in
mental retardation for cer-
tain babies when they drink
milk and milk products.
With thl« test, perfected un-
der a March of Dimes grant
to Dr. Arthur Robinson and
associates at the University
of Colorado,, early detection
of the disease and preven-
tion of the mental retard a -
tipn is possible.

• The auBle syrup urine dis-
ease test, a simple blood
test to identify infants with
this rare condition — so
called because of a telltale
odor to the urine of its vic-

Smi —was developed with
ie help of a March of

Dimes grant by Dr. Joseph
Dancis and his colleagues
at New York University.

These are only three achieve-
ments among many, but they
show that progress is being
made. We are confident such
progress will continue.

Some of the' most news-
worthy work at present centers
around studies, of the embryo
as it develops inside its mother,
beginning from the moment of
conception on.through the en-
tire nine months before birth.
Currently* scientists are at-
tempting to find answers to
questionf like these:
• How does Out one celi

formed by the union of the
egg from the mother and
the sperm from the father
divide into the billions ol
cells which comprise th"
baby at birth?

• Hew do the various celb
formed know what their
Jobs are? How do they
know, for instance, which
ones must fashion bones,
grow hair, develop organs?

• b It possible that a, birth
defect results from some-

,. thing going wrong in this
cell division which begins
taking place right after the
moment of conception, long
before a woman is certain
she Is pregnant?

• If so, what are the various
factors which cause this di-
vision to go wrong?

Various phases of this work
are going on air over the coun-
try. In Baltimore, Dr. David

Bodian and his
associates at The
Johns Hopkins
University are
studying the
way in which
the central ner-
vous system
grows and the
factors that may
interfere with
its proper de-
velopment. As
more is learned

n . »„ o. about normal
Dr. Apjar deveiopment of

the central nervous system, and
about what can go wrong with
this mechanism, they may
come closer to preventing some
kinds of birth defects.

Howard Holtzer and
a team of scientists are produc-
ing significant findings on how
embryonic cells divide and
specialize. , K

At the University of Con-
necticut, Dr. Hugh Clark has
found that if anything tampers
with enzyme reactions, partic-
ularly in sensitive embryonic
tissue*, irreparable damage
may result. .Enzymes lire the
proteins that trigger vital
chemical reactions in living or-
ganisms. For example, enzymes
are found in embryonic skeletal
muscles, . heart muscles and
liver. The functioning of these
enzymes is* necessary for the
proper growth of all the#e
structures.

The work of Dr. Clark's
group is not merely theoretical
lo nature. From-studies of this,
type, we may be closer to un-

derstanding why Jhalidomide,
the birth defect-causing drug,
injured developing babies only
at certain stages of .embryonic
life, and why other drugs and
harmful agents have been
found to cause abnormalities in
animal embryos only at certain,
stages of prenatal develop-
ment.

We don't know the full an-
swers to those questions right
now. We are not entirely cer-
tain about many things. But I
can tell you one thing which
is certain: Some of the best
minds in the country are at
work on the problem. Daily,
bits of knowledge are added to
the growing accumulation of
facts about birth defects. We
know more today than we ever
did. We have reason to.hope
. . . but even more reason to
work even harder.
