Two letters, sent out by City
Solicitor John E. Mullane,
were also disclosed of dieir
contents at the council meet-*
iijg. The first was sent by
Mullane to Reilly regarding
the drainage facilities a"t the
Ben Lapln home develops
men*. There is a division of
opinion as • to the adequate
operation of the facilities
installed t h e r e recently.
Councilman Eugene Szdtzko
reported at a previous meet-
ing that the drainage con-
struction along the railroad
embeffcroent Is not working
as it should.

Y ) Long Branch Ralfc
rosJTaMtoff Elm that if a
shelter1 for southbound corii-
mutors Is not provided "by
the railroad, the issue will
be taken before the state/

State Completes Routts 9-35 Steely;
Howley Suggests Road Divider
Members of the city gov-

erning body obtained a letter
from State Senator Norman
Tanzman thla woek which
Included a copy of a letter
from Sute Highway Com-
missioner Dwifht C. Palmer
concerning existing traffic
hazard conditions on Routes
9 and 35.

The letter disclosed mat
representatives of die State
Highway Department, togeth-
er .win a member of die
Bureau of Planning and Traf-
fic, had Investigated the con-
ditions December 19 and
have come wldi die following
findings:

Regarding Ernatoh'* Road,
sometime ago diia road was
marked for diree westbound
lanes which would have been
of some relief but which
would have not eliminated
die traffic problem entire-
ly.

The volume of traffic on
tf\ls road, die letter read,
would aoon have filled die
diree lanes beyond die lug-
handle exit diat Is used by
northbound U. S, Routs 9
traffic westbound to Ern-
ston Road.

Altfiough th is westbound
traffic on Brnston Road
a leading green Indication,
vehicles in dils tughandle
cannot clear die jughanflle
exit before mey are blocked
by die eastbound Ernston
Road traffic. Meanwhile, die
westbound lanes on Ernston
Road back up beyond die
Jughandle exit and, durtng
peak nous*, traffic at die
jusfaandle Is piled up for
about 400 feet up to Route 9
die letter explained.
One recommendation was to

speed up die movement of
the vehicles turning left
from die eastbound direc-
tion on Ernston Road to the
soudi bound entering Route 9.
It was also recommended
diat die median diere be cut
back about 18 feet. Even this
solution was not considered
to be wholly adequate.

PEDESTRIAN CROSSING
AT ROUTE 9

Anodier problem taken up
wae me hazardous crossings
by pedestrians of Route 9
between die shopping centers
located on both sides of die
highway soudi of Ernston
Road.̂  Because of poor sight
distance, it was suggested
In die letter that pedestrian
crossing be prohibited diere
by the erection of a snow
fence along die median a
distance of about 400 feet.
Instructions for die purchase
of such a fence have already
been given.

Two other problems have
been found to exist at dils
locatiom a traffic hazard
exists because of the island
openings south of die Edison
Bridge where Routes 9 and
35 converge, and the ramp
from Route 9 and 35 going
southbound on Route 9.

In die firet problem. It was
determined mat at least four
of diese opening* could be
closed without causing due
hardship to travelers. How-
ever, die state feels diat
die closing of these islands
would cause some com-
plaint* from local merchants
and municipal officials. Hie
state would be willing to
Close diese openings for the
sake, of safety if die local
officials would agree to It,

Regarding die second prob-
lem, die ramp, die inveati-
•fatioh revealed diat due to
poor sight distance thla ramp
ie extremely hazardous since

S.A. MEM'L HOSPITAL
REVIEWS 1964 RECORD
A total of 3,642 patients

were admitted to the South
Amboy Memorial Hospital
during 1964, announced Mrs.
O.H. Miller, the Hospital's
Administrator, the statistic
was part of a yearly report
comparing the hospital's
s e r v i c e s with 1963. "We
actually admitted 65 more
patients in 1964 over and
above 1963," Mrs. Miller
explained.

''Our patients accounted for
21,959 days of care during
1964, tills was an Increase
of 799 patient care days over
1963. We use the term 'pa-
tient care days' as a means
of m e a s u r i n g the actual
amount of staff time devoted
to the care of i patient",
Mrs. Miller continued. "Our
patients had an average sfctv
in the hospital of 6 days/*
Interesting to note is the

fact that 667 babies were
bom In the South/ Amboy
Memorial Hospital during
1964, this figure dropped
slightly from the 1963
figure of 691 births.

In reviewing 1964, Mrs.
Miller Indicated that the hos-
pital is rapidly outgrowing
its physical facilities. "The
demand fbr/rar services has
jMnaletenUy been on die in-
crease. Every year we find
there are more patients
utilizing our services than
the year before," she said.

fine Job the hospital staff
has-done over the past year.
