The superintendent men
sends a transcript of die
candidate's record to die
county commissioner who
relays It to die state with a
letter of eligibility. The su-
perintendent is then notified
of the state's determination.
Meanwhile, it is die super-
intendent who recommends
names of candidates for die
position to the board. The
board then acts on his
recommendations.
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During the course of the
meeting Joseph Herrmann
revealed diat much of die
$39,100 in surplus money
registered at die end of the
last school year has already
been used up dils year.
