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OFFICIALS DEBATE POLICE ADDITIONS;
BUDGET REVISED

The usual forte of a muni-
cipal budget meeting, at) j$ey
have been known in past
years in die city, was altered
this year In a lively inter-
party debate on the need for
the expansion of the Police
Department by two additional
patrolmen. The debaters had
the ears of about 25 specta-
tors, which in Itself Is an
unusxtal turnout for such a
meeting.

Alignment In the debate was
along party lines with the
Democrats advocating more

- police officers and the Re-
publicans opposing them. At
its conclusion, me Demo-
crats, with their majority
of members on the council,
prevailed, and die amended
budget, providing funds for
the additional patrolmen,
passed by a 3 to 2 vote.

In past years, wldi a Re-
publican mayor, such a vote
would have ended in a stale-

' mate since a Republican ma-
yor's yeto would have re-
quired four votes to override
the veto. But, wiA. a Demo-
cratic mayor this year,
Richard J. schultz, who had
been spearheading me move-
ment for an expanded police
force, this stalemate is a-
verted.

City Clerk John J. Trlggs,
assisted by Jack Dan ill, mu-
nicipal accountant, read die
revised budget In its en-
tirety. The d e b a t e com-
menced a l m o s t instantly
afterwards.

First to speak was Repub-
lican Councilman Eugene S.
Szeszko who stated emphatt-

- caTiy that he was opposed to
die two new patrolmen. He
declared mat die mayor and
cpunaii should first appoint

:wa." permanent police chief to
succeed r e c e n t l y retired
chlet John T. Gleason and
then 'tattrtbtr matter over
with the new chief. He asked,
"Do we really need die new
patrolmen 7"

He based his argument on
the fact that Madison Town-
ship, with an area of 41-1/2
square miles, has but 32
pottos officers. By contrast,

. South Amboy is but one
square mile and has 17 men
In the department.

Szeszko maintained that he
is In favor of establishing
a, juvenile department, but

^ he added that die city has
an extra police captain who
is on die day shift who could
be utilized for this purpose.

$706,510.67 f$694,340.67);
total general appropriations
for municipal purposes, $798
693.17 ($786,523.17).

Also, reserve for uncoi-
lected taxes, $64,381.96 ($62
737.26); total general reven-
ues, $895,830.70 0882,016.
43).

Accurate tax ratios and tax
rates were not available at
this time since the city has
not yet received its county
tax assessment. The budget
provides for an estimated
$1235,000 to be turned over
to the county, as compared
with $201; 125.18 given the
county last year. The In-
crease is tabulated at $33-
874.82.

He also may deduct the cost of
transporting his family to his
new residence and the coat of
meals and lodging en route.

The new tax law also no longer
requires an individual to shew as
income any money he receives
from his employer an a reim-
bursement for moving expenses.
