\y li.irtmcni is growing. This

• lAUiiance, it was expanded
i<> <2'o perBonnel--a police
chief, three captains, three
sergeants, twelve patrolmen
jnd a jalilceeper.

All that remains to be done
is to posh the ordinance
through two more readings

-the second and final—at
the next council meeting-.^,
a matter of procedure since
the majority of the city gov-
erning body Is strongly In
favor of the expansion.

The ordinance passed Its
first and major test Tuesday,
over the strong objections of
\kc Republican councilmen of
the governing body—Joseph
]'. Rush and Eugene S. Szes-
/.ko.

Both councilmen reiterated
t h e i r contentions of two
weeks ago, against the mea-
sure. Councilman Rush re-
peated that the state authori-
ties recoknmend 1.9 police
officers for every 1,000
residents, by which Soum
Amboy should merit approx-
imately lfi policemen for Its
estimated 9,000 population.
Councilman S z e s z k o once
.iKain called for the appoint-
ment of a police chief first
so that he could meet with
Die mayor and council on
the matter to determine the
local police personnel needs.
It was iheir implication that

the city*vvaB rushing into diis
issu^ w i t h o u t sufficient
prooing and investigating. On
die other hand, ttieir Demo-
cratic counterparts-~Mayor
Richard J. Schuitz, Council
President* Fred Henry and
Councilman John Howleyand
John Connors — stoutly de-
fended the addition of two
more patrolmen with undue
delay with strong hints of the
deteriorating crime situa-
tion in the city.

Arguments on both sides
were vehement in nature.
Rush continued to press for
a study of police duty sched-
ules in other municipalities
to see If more efficient use
of police personnel could not
lie attained. Oh their part, the
Democrats pointed to the
need of a Juvenile Bureau,
tfie inadequacy of two patrol-
men touring the dty during
an evening or night shift and
the peculiar conditions ln-

, vesting the city.
CITY COMPARED WITH

OTHER MUNICIPALITIES
In the case of Keyport, Rush

stated that this borough Is,
similar to South Amboy, Just
a mile square, has £,300
population and only 10 police
officers. South River, he
m a i n t a i n s , is not much
larger in area, has a popu-
lation of about 15,000 and 21
police p e r s o n n e l . These
communities do not experi-
ence any more police.prob-
lems than Soum Amboy, he
declared.

Councilman John Connors
selected MlUtown to strike

r up his argument. He re-
marked that Mllltown, which
la seeking more police, has
by comparison with Soutfi
Amhoy* only five taverns
and no high school,

44 You can't draw up an ana-
logy between diese two mu-
niclpalitiefl," he stressed.
"South Amboy has two high
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schools and three grammar
schools. These schools con-
duct many social and athletic
events in our city. We have
almost 40 taverns; they have
five,s We have to make our
decisions according to what
the situation is. In 1964 we
had 110 road accidents. Our
police have to answer all
fire, "ambulance, accident
and emergency calls where
as in' Milltown they do not.
Mllltown, with Its six police
officers, is able to attend
toother police, duties."

When it was evident that
the same arguments were
being made that were made
two weeks ago, without alter-
ing the dispute or the strong
positions taken along party
lines. C o u n c i l President
Fred Henry called a halt to
the debate and called for a
vote. The ordinance passed
3-2. A public hearing on me
ordinance will be held to -
morror n ight in council
chambers at 8 p.m.

A brief executive session
was called to discuss the
transfer of the Club Helene
liquor license.

POLICE PURCHASE
TWO RADIOS

A second ordinance authori-
zed the p u r c h a s e of two
police radios for Inter-de-
partment c o m m u n i cation*
with the roving patrol cars
at a cost of approximately
$1,600. The mayor again
emphasized that two patrol
cars are constantly in serv-
ice on city • streets between
6 p,*m. ami 2 a.m. daily to
better protect the city and
curb vandalism and speed-
Ing.

WHAT IS UNIQUE ABOUT RufARY

Our town has many organizations that do useful work of
various kinds. Some of them are known as "service
Clubs." Among these the longest established is Rotary,
which this year celebrates its 60th anniversary.

What distinguishes Rotary is its- selection of members
from different occupations. Thus Its business executives
and professional men represent collectively a cross
Bectlon of the community. Individually, each Rotarian re-
presents his occupation in club discussions and is obli-
gated to share with others in his occupation the aims and
objects of Rotary.
One of these aims is international understanding. Though

Rotary had its beginning in Chicago, Illinois, U.S.A., the
idea has-proved adaptable in societies of every race and
creed around the world. There are today Rotary clubs in
126 lands, each selecting its .membership on the basis of
different occupations and linked with each other through
visits by traveling members or through correspondence.
And, Interestingly, all these clubs have come Into being
without professional organizers.

The fellowship and understanding that result from this
voluntary association is projected naturally in the belief
that men of different nations can gain mutual respect and
enrichment through acquaintance with each other. Sus-
picion and prejudice dissolve when persons and peoples
achieve real understanding.
This week has been designated by the president of

Rotary International,. Charles W. Pettenglll, a lawyer of
Greenwich, Connecticut, U.S.A., as World Understanding
Week, and Rotarians of this and other communities around
the world will seek to share wim their neighbors the con-
viction that differences can Indeed be an invitation to
understanding.
