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- BOAT CLUB PLANS $30,000 CLUBHOUSE;
DISCUSS PLANS WITH CITY OFFICIALS

A Large percentage of city
officials, headed by the
mayor, Richard J. Schuitz,
and Council President Fred
Henry met Monday evening
with representatives of the
South Amboy Boat Club to
discuss plans for building
a new clubhouse at (he water-
front, estimated at a cost of
about $30,000.
the building committee of

the boat club has been meet-
Ing weekly ever since a dis-
astrous fire d e m o l i s h e d
their barge-type edifice Jan.
12 In freezing, wind-swept
temperatures.

Spokesmen for the club,
led by Commodore David
Redden of this city, pro-
posed to build a permanent
clubhouse, SO by 80 fee*, on
a concrete foundation on the
waterfront property whlch>l*
leased to the dub by the
city for $1 a year.

Some difficulties In their
building plan were revealed.
The land leased by the city
for five years Is inapprop-
riately located for the new
clubhouse. The encumber-
ance necessitated a meeting
with the Planning Board, the
Industrial Commission and
the mayor end council to
determine what could be done
In fairness to die club and
to the people of South Amboy
who collectively own the
property. .

It was explained by Redden
that the land leasea by the
.city, about US feet by 130
feet, was so located as to
require bu i ld ing the new
clubhouse either past the
ftqityh^ or watssllne, by
10 feet, or going beyond
the demarcation point tow-
ard the land fill leased by
the city.
Since the clubhouse will be

of permanent construction.
Just above the point where
the hot dog stand Is now
located, the club wanted as-
surance from the city mat itj
will not reclaim the property
at a later date for some other
purpose.

What the Joint group agreed
on was an inspection of the
site Sunday when Its layout
could be studied more con-
clusively. The city, In its
lease, can reclaim the land
In short notice, according
to the agreement entered
into with the club which is
pow in its third year on die
lease,

MULLANE EXPLAINS
CITY'S POSITION

Although expressing great
interest in the boat club
plans, the city officials were
compelled to comply with a
state statute which prohibits
the disposal of city-owned
property without first ad-
vertising It on public bid-
ding. Club members feared
that If a portion of the prop-
erty were- so advertised,
there would be much Interest
shown In it by private in-
dividuals or corporations.

The key to the whole mat-
ter was explained by City
Solicitor John E. Mullane,
who remarked on several
occasions thai the city had
no alternative but to enter
a stipulation in the leass
allowing the city to repos-
sess the land should an ad-
vantageous proposition be
made for ic Even so, Mullans
and city officials, notably
Henry and Councilman Jo-
seph P. Rush, declared mat
a stipulation up to one year
could be agreed upon to
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terminate occupation of dio
land by the club.
If the Planning Board or

Industrial Commission de-
sires the land for develop-
ment; Mullane said, lx would
be at least a year before
their plans for the land could
be drawn up and executed.
This would give the club
time to either move the club-
house or dismantle It for
relocation.
The club has 115 members

who have put in many hours
of labor to convert their
portion of the waterfront Into
a boat basin complex, In-
vesting thousands of dollars
hi the process, which In-
cluded also the construction
of a roadway from Rosewell
St. and a parking lot. Resi-
dents generally have been
most f a v o r a b l y disposed
toward the club whose mem-
bers participate hi many city
celebrations, such as Salt
Water Days.

Pan of the land at the
waterfront h a s also been
leased a year ago to the
Disab led American Vet-
erans for a headquarters
under the same conditions,
that the land reverts back
to the city should the DAV
curtail i t s center there.
Another plot of land was
purchased from the Skow
Estate at what Mullane called
a reasonable sum paid by die
city. The deed, dating back
about 5 years, Is In the city
clerk's office, and includes
a plot below Rosewell Street,
between John and George
Streets.
The dead stipulates that

die land sannot be used for
•unytibtjpg other than recrea-
tion pufpostfg. It Is not a
part of the land fill pumped
from Rarltan Bay by the U.S.
Army engineers in 1950. To
go beyond the bulldine with
their clubhouse would re-
quire much red tape with the
•federal government, Redden
said.

MASTER PLAN
ENTERS PICTURE

A master plan dsvlsed by
die Planning Board in 1960
has the waterfront and land
fill labeled for a through
roadway, a business dis-
trict, housing and, possibly
Industry, Chairman of the
Planning Board, John, Plo-
skonka, d e c l a r e d at the
meeting, when asked, that
the m a s t e r plan outlines
many things, but that lack of
money prevents carrying out
the plan.

Regarding the boat club-
house, he said parking facili-
ties would be of major signi-
ficance. He recommended,
as did others, that the duo
stake out the land, accord-
Ing to its proposed plans,
for an on-oie-slght surrey
by everyone.

In the case of further dred-
ging by the federal govern-
ment, Henry stated that city
permission would have to
be obtained. Mullane added
that the length oCjhe lease
to the chib Is not so impor-
tant as the t e r m i n a t i o n
clause provision,.
