from light Industrial to res-
idential.

Gabriel builders have been
Interested in die Washington
A v e n u e t r a c t , which
stretches from the Sayre-
ville boundary line to the
Route 35 bridge for a dis-
tance of 599 feet, forborne
d e v e l o p m e n t . Applica-
tion .has also beert made by
a local tavern owner to build
a banquet hall and, tavern in
this parcel of land opposite
Davis Lane. The consensus
of opinion was that die city
could not prevent die hall-
tavern tfonstrucHon since die
are is classified light in-
dustrial - commercial. The
tavern owner will have a
frontage of 110 feet and a
depth of 130 feet, It was
divulged.

John Ploskonka posed the
question of whether require-
ments on multirdwelllng
buildings, should not be re-
laxed since variances are
given which go contrary to
the rules set for mem. As

A chief spokesman for the
Planning Board, in addition
to Ploskonka, was board at-
torney George Kress who
summarized* many of die
points under discussion for
the meeting participants. At
one point, he suggested diat
the land fill be classified
by Itself, apart from other
areas.

The z o n i n g ordinance.
Kress said, has been revised
several times to meet chang-
ing conditions. All present
were in favor of permitting
home construction widiindie
city on 50 x lOO f̂oot lots
and larger tracts for the land
fill.

Public Works Board mem-
bers were concerned over
sewage disposal If industry
moves in or 400 or more
homes are to be built on me
land fill. They said diey can
supply die water, but sewar-
age would cost an enormous
sum ol money for such de-
velopment of die land.

Tarallo disclosed, diat the
board has an 8 or 9 hour
supply of water above ground
In case of emergency, pump-
ing more man a million gal-
lons of water dally. The state
wants me emergency supply
to be Increased to 24 hours.

Another Interested board on
die zoning is the Board, of
Education. A member of mis
board, John McDonnell, said
die board needs a minimum
of 8 additional classrooms
now. If more homes are
built, especially at die isnd
fill, the need for more class-
rooms would be even great-
er. The board is now con-
ducting a pre-school pupil
s u r v e y to determine how
much space will be needed in
die system for classrooms
In die future.
Also mentioned was a re-

newal program for Broad-
way, from Main Street on, to
revitalize die business dls
trlct. This r e g i o n la jiow
classified 1 i gh t Industrial
commercial, as are about
5 acres of land fringing the
main artery road frontages
In the city.
