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LOCAL BOY AND SAYREVfLLE GIRL DIE
IN TRAGIC FIRE AT LANDFILL AREA

No one suspected that the
fire at the waterfront Thurs-
day night, vrnich Illuminated
the sky with a violent orange,
v i s i b l e for many miles
around, was the death scene
of two teen-agers, a boy
and a girl, In what appeared
to be a suicide pact.

Firemen, wearied by sev-
eral such brush fire calls,
fought die fire perfunctorily,
as they did che two earlier
fires In the area, one -at
4:17 p.m., and another at
about 7 p.m. The third
alarm sounded at 10:29 p.m.
and approximately 50 fire-
men from Morgan and Pres-
ident Park responded.

The lajtt fire lasted about
two hours and shot fjames
into the sky estimated about
40 or 50 feet high. It was
in that section of the bay
front which was known as
the "point" t>efore * e land-
fill was deposited. A road
runs along the New York 4.
Long Branch Railroad from
the South Amboy Water
WorkB Plant, where young-
sters sometimes go for tar-
get practice with their guns
and bows and arrows, and
then terminates.

It was beyond this point
where die road ends, a dis-
tance of a half mile or BO,
that me bodies of 16- year-
old Virginia Zubrlck of 35
Harrison Place, Sayreville,
die daughter of Mr. and Mrs.
Joseph' Zubrlck, and John
Robert Connors , 18, of
Apartment H-71, Oohaney
H o m e s , Bayshore Drive.
this city, son of Mr. and
Mrs. Clifford Connors, Sr.
were found late the next
morning.
In die dark and because

of the intensity of the fire,
it Is easily understood how
die f i r e m e n missed tfae
bodies the previous night.
Moreover, they were not
aware mat anyone had been
In die vicinity of the blaze.
The absence of a car there
in the area further deluded
mem.

BROTHERS STUMBLE
ON BODIES

Three brothers, David, 16,
Jonathan, 13, and Michael,
12, O'Connor of 90 Luke St.,
arrived at the fire site Fri-
day at about 10 a.m. to
explore the devastated area.
They came upon die bodies
unexpectedly, and notified
authorities. Their discovery
brought Sayreville p o l i c e
rushing to die scene.

Virginia and John reputedly
were in iove and planned to
marry over parental objec-
tions. Their bodies were
found side-by-side In the
charred ruins. Connors was
on his back with his wallet
under the nape of his neck
and his right arm around
Virginia's waist. Virginia
was lying on her side1 facing*
away from her companion.
Both bodies were ourned
beyond recognition.

In the area police located
empty wine and beer con-
tainers, a spot about 50 feet
from the water where foot-
prints were detected. Mid-
dlesex County Prosecutor
Bdward J. Dolan and County
Medical examiner William
C. WUancz have tentatively
lined the deaths s i a double
suicide, pending blood tests.

At her home police found
Virginia's wallet with paper
notations declaring her love

"for Jack^bi one of mem she
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expressed her desire to be
buried near him. Conver-
sations in a romantic tone
were also recorded on her
tape recorder.
Wldiln Connors ' wallet

police found his draft card,
color pictures of Virginia
and a jewelry shop receipt
indicating that Connors pur-
chased an engagement ring
for her at Hoiden's Jewelry
and Gift Shop, Broadway,
for |125. Virginia Informed
her parents Thursday, the
day of her disappearance,
that she was engaged.On her
left hand, dilrd finger, was
a ring.

FATHER SEEKS
TO LOCATE VIRGINIA

Just before the breakout of
the fire Thursday, Mr. Zu-
brlck came, to South Amboy
police headquarters with a
friend tp»enlist their aid in
locating his daughter. Ear-
lier that day Virginia told
her parents that she would
arrive home late from Sayre-
ville High School, where she
was a sophomore, because
of detention.

With Patrolman J a m e s
Tedesco as escort, the trio
went to the Connors home
where Mrs. Gladys Connors
told diem she did not see her
son after 5 p.m. The male
victim, meanwhile, -was sup-
posedly seen at 7 p.m. at the
railroad station on Mason
Ave. When meir bodies were
found, Virginia was clasping
a pack of cigarettes and John
had a burned-out book of
matches on his chest.
Connors, who Is survived

by four brothers ant two
sisters. ClirforVJr.t Wil-
liam} Howards Joseph}
Gladys; and Susan} and his
maternal grandfather W. R.
Hollowell, In addition to his
parents, was an acolyte at
Christ E p i s c o p a l Church
where he was employed as
a handyman and gravedlgger
at Christ Cemetery. Hlsfu-
neral was held Monday under
the direction of the Mason-
Wilson Funeral Home.
Miss Zubrlck, besides her

parents, la survived by a
sister, Marie, and her ma-
ternal grandmother, Mrs.
Anna Nemerovich of Throop,
Pennsylvania. She was a
member of die Russian Or-
thodox Church. Funeral ar-
rangements Tuesday after-
noon at 1 p.m. were by the
M a l i s z e w s k i Memorial
Home, South River, with in-
terment at the Ail Saints
Russian Orthodox Cemetery,
PeckviUe, Pennsylvania.
The body of John Connors

was Interred at the Christ
