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Committeeman O'Brien Offers Remedies
For Business. Rejuvenation On Broadway

At one of his occasional
appearances during a council
meeting. Democratic com-
mitteeman Frank O'Brien,
of the First Ward, devised
a parking plan which he
thinks will rejuvenate busi-
nesses to some degree on
Broadway.
He said that it la a rare

tfiing that South Amboy has
16-feet sidewalks on onei
side of Broadway, something
he sees and could expect In a
city like New York: Pan of
the sidewalk could be cut
back to widen (he roadway
and provide more parking
places there, he said Tues-
day.

CrBrien thought that angle
parking on one side of Broad-
way would triple the number
of parking spaces on the
street and even provide suf-
ficient space for merchants
to park there. He suggested
that the curb line be set back
five or Six feet to serve this
purpose.

The mayor and council
found this a provoking Idea.
Councilman Joseph P. Rush
calculated the cost mentally
and said that In spite of the
expense, It may be worth a
that the sewer catch basins
would not have to be moved
as would the utility poles.

Mayor Schultz remembered
that he had Invited local bus-
inessmen about a month ago
that they are welcome to
come to city hall to talk
over their declining business
problems with the governing
body. He said that he had
expected Council President
Fred Henry to receive a call
from, their representatives.

O'Brien also petitioned the
city to ask local banks to have
their banks open on Thurs-
days, from 4 to 7 p.m., the
same hours they are open
on Fridays, since moat resi-
dents are paid on Thursdays
and want their checks cashed
the same day. Unable to do
this, they travel to Sayre
Woods and other points and
do their shopping there.on
the way. He said that locfrl
business in general would
benefit from a change. in
Thursday bank hours*

DETERIORATING
CONDITIONS HIT

Referring frequently to a
notebook, O'Brien also corn-
grass In his district, saving
that in some places the grass
has reached a height of 25
inches where children can
enter unseen. He mentioned
lots on Wilmont and Ridge-
way Sts. particularly. He
called for a fence along Rail-
road Ave. to protect children
from the r a i l r o a d tracks
there.
Conditions In (he hole-in-

the-wall between Stevens and
Ridgeway Aves. were also
hit by O'Brien. He said that
lights inside the structure
should be on 24 hours dally.
He also remarked that school
children get their clothing
soiled there dally by drip-
pings from the ceilings and
that pedestrians have to walk
through wind-whipped land
accumulated between, the
posts.

On one occasion, fee said
youths climbed above the
hole-in-the-wall and drop-
ped a watermelon on a fire-
truck, striking the driver
in the face and causing htm
to almost lose control of die
flretruck. He asked that a 6-
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foot fence be erected there
by the railroad.
Finally, he inquired If the
