While in the slow lane, Bur-
lew, a member of the fown-
ship police for 10 years,
seven of them as asergeant,
testified that his car was
struck ‘in the rear twice,
In civilian clothes with his
service revolver on his per-
son, tucked in his belt, he
gave pursuit, .

At .the same time, Patrol-
man William Morgan of
Madison Township was giv-
ing chase to the car inflight,
He said that hehad his patrol
car parkeéd by Birlew's
Restaurant in Laurence Har-
bor when he saw the youths

go by speeding. He¢ had his
roof beacon light, flashing

and calied police headquar-

ter..
