of the Board of Public Works
toascertain conclusively
what sentiments residents
heid at a public hearing
Tuesday regarding the pos-
gible change of the Zoning
regulation of streets below
Mason Ave,, notably Augus-
ta, David, Hen and the
northerly side of John Sts,
The temper of the 18 home
owners participating was one
of suspicion,

Some wondered why the
meeting wad even called,
Frank Leonard of 130 David
St, stated that everyone in
his neighborhood seemed sa-
tisfied as far es he knew
and that no unusual trouble
was being encountered in
securing loans for home pur-
chases,

Two persons have sold thelr
homes, he said, but other
than that no changes or com-
plaints were experienced,
Leonard said he had lived
there all his life and had
heard no complaints,

Board president Frank Ta-
railo remarked at the out-
set that no legislation was
being contemplated by the
board as a resuit of the
meeting. It wgs called, he
said, to sound out the re-
sidents to see if they would
prefer to have their streets
reciassified as residential
or keep them as light in-
dustrial, .

What had moved the board
to call the public hearing,
he related, were a number
of approaches to board mem-
bers urging the change, They
had been approsached by the
former mayor and council-
men and members of the
present ?ovarning body on
behalf. of certain people,
Another board member had
stated that week after week
the board had been receiving
petitions to make the change,

James Francinero of 120
Henry St. declared that he
personally would prefer to
live in a residential zone.
He said that the property
owners have to look ahedad,
“Will you encourage indus-
try to ‘come in?"’ and “‘Will
it increase taxes if the
change i8 made ?’ were some
of the questions he asked.

Cannot'Stop Industry

From Coming In .
It the industrial rating is
retained, Tarallo explained,
the city can do nothing to
prevent industry from
coming into the area, In
a rejoinder, board member
Philip Sullivan said that to
create a site for industry,
some homes would have to
be sold, .
