In his turn, Patrick con-

tended diat he did not drive
In South Amboy at all that
day, that he had parked his
car in a Fords parking lot
and diat he had traveled
with a friend in die latter's
car to New York to shape
up for a union Job. His friend
gave similar, testimony.

At the outset of die. hearing,
Patrick's attorney called for
a dismissal of die charge,
claiming double Jeopardy.
Counse l for Mrs. Bllder
countered this by saying the
previous hearing was not an
acquittal but a continuation
.of die hearing.

In his remarks, Magistrate
Everltt recalled that Pa-
trick could not produce his
car registration at die for-
mer hearing when he had
requested It. He added that
It was possible the defend-

,the testimony. Judge Ever-
ltt found die defendant guilty
as charged and levied a $100
fine and S5 coats, but die
assessment was not Imposed
