mer South Am boy Knights I
of Columbus grand knight,
Council #426, and now re-
siding at Bowie, Maryland, to
be near his work aa ad-
ministrative assistant to
Congressman J a m e s J.
Howard (Democrat--N.J.)
since December, 1964, was
selected to receive a Free-
dom Foundat ions medal
awarded to ou t s tand ing
Americana throughout the
nation.
The Valley Forge Teachers

Medal was presented to him
yesterday by Superintendent
of Schools Granville Ma gee
at the Wall Township School
System graduation exer-
cises. Mr. Sullivan, whose
mother resides at 253 Aug-
usta St., was a social studies
teacher in the seventh and
eighth grades at West Bel-
mar School prior to taking
his administrative post In
Washington, D.C.
In 1962 Timothy Sullivan

began a campaign to insti-
tute the recital of prayers
and the pledge of allegiance
at municipal public meet-
ings. The campaign was suc-
cessful In reminding re-
sidents of their obligations
to God and country, and 40 of
S3 municipalities In Mon-
mouth County alone adopted
the practice. Since then,
other m u n i c i p a l i t i e s In
neighboring counties, in-
cluding Middlesex, have
picked up the practice, in-
cluding South Amboy.

His efforts In this di-
rection have won widespread
recognition for Sullivan so
that in 1963 he was awarded
the "God and Country"
medal from (he Knights of
Columbus and the ''Faith
and Patriotism" citation
from the Catholic War Ve-
terans.

Sullivan is die husband of
the former Marilyn Scofleld
of South Amboy. They are
the parents of six children:
Daniel, 15; Kevin, 13j Philip,
12; Marilyn, 11; Brian, 8;
and Timothy, Jr., the eldest,
who graduated June 14 from
Red Bank Catholic High
School. Timothy will ma-
triculate at Maryland Uni-
versity In the fall.

A native of South Amboy, Capt. Hack-

ett is the son of Mr. and Mr*. Robert
Hackett, 383 Prospect St. He la a
graduate of St. Mary's High School
anfl West Point Military Academy,
class of' 60.

With a total of 11 months service in
Vietnam as a helicoptor pilot, Capt.
Hackett received a Purple Heart in
April 1964, just 1 month after ar-
riving in the South Asian country.
In November 1964 he was presented
widi die Cross of Gallantry, Vietnam's
second-highest medal, for bravery in

the Hartle of iVlta Cong which is In the
vicinity 100 miles nouth of Saigon,
On December 6, 1964, although his
craft had been hit twice by enemy fire
in an encounter several miles north of
Ca Mau, he continued to operate his
helicopter between die battle scene
and his home base, giving assistance
to South Vietnamese ground forces.

Pilots Aided
By Radiation

Radiation may h«lp pilots
Vet heavily loaded airplane*
off the ground safely.

The new device proposed
by two National Aeronau-
tics and Space Administra-
tion scientists consists of
very weak radioactive
sources imbedded in the
runway at known intervals
-along with simple radia-
tion-detection equipment in
the plane. It will keep the
pilot continually .informed
of his .position along the
runway under any visibil-
ity conditions, according to
the sc ient is ts , Fred J.
Drinkwater 3d and Bernard
R. Kibort of NASA's Ame»
Research Center, Moffett
Field, California.

By correlating this infor-
mation with his air speed,
the pilot can determine
whether his takeoff is pro-
ceeding satisfactorily, they
said.
