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'CONVERSATION WITH |
MAYOR SCHULTZ ‘

In a recent conversation with Mayor Richard J. Schukz, |
we asked him how he felt about several issues that have '
recently been prominent discussion items here in South
Amboy. '

Following are the questions we askedhim and his answers:

QUESTION: Councilman Eugene Szeszko has proposed the
building of apartment units on the landfill area. You have
expressed opposition to these units ag not being the most
favorable tax ratables there. You have suggested that in-
duetry be sought for the landfill, What type industry do
you believe could be located there, and what work has the
newly-reactivated Industrial Commission done to attract
new industry to South Amboy?

ANSWER: [ am against these multiple units because they

will add to an existing overcrowded school situation. Also, - |

although (nitial construction costs would be undertaken by

a bujlder, the city would have to maintain the streets, fa- ' .}

cilities, and additional school upkeepandsalaries of school |
personnel. I would prefer to see a light, clean industry ar-
tracted there, and preliminary work has been done by our

local Industrial Commission with the cooperation of the
county Industrial Commission in their investigation of a
suftable new industry for our community. Since we are
a small community with a limited budget, we are hampered
somewhat with the monies we can provide the Industrial
Commission to work with. Youare aware, that larger com-
munities often have budgets of $10,000 to $20,000 with which
they can print brochures and make their industrial contacts
on a large scale. Since our budget does not allow such wide-
ranging expenditures, we must of neceasity, limit our-
selves to personal contacts and those arranged through the

county commission, . .

QUESTION: You have often stressed your opinion that you
feel the educational needs of South Amboy shouldbe of pri-
mary consideration. The Board of Education has now said
that additional space is needed for an overcrowdsd condi-
tion that exigts in the public achool aystem. What progreas
has been made between the Board and the mayor and council
to alieviate this condition?

ANSWER: The council and{ have already had a meeting with
the Board of Education at which they made their nesds
known to us. We suggested that they'take a thorough survey
of the school needs inFouth Amboy. Partof this survey was
accomplished when the local PTA’s conducted a survey on
the number of pre-school age children in South Amboy. We
are now waliting for further contact from the Board for their
specific needs and exactly how many classrooms they feel
are needed to correct the existing situation. Anything we
can do to help today’s students who are tomorrow’s lead-

"1 am fully aware, that since South Amboy went under Civil
Service, any promotions I might have recommended would
not have received the necessary affirmative votes from the
council unless the candidates had passedcivil service tests.
Hence, my insistance that these tests be taken. When the
