COMPLAINTS ON NOISY TAVERNS
HEARD AT COUNCIL MEETING

Numerous complaints have
been made time and again
about reckless speeding in
the city and about loud, dis-
orderly conduct on the part
of patrons of two taverns.
Mayor Richard J. Schultz,
finding these two problems
a very thorny issue, has
condemned the practices and
has resolved to do something
about them.

In statements made at last
night's council meeting, he
said the retail licenses of
the taverns in question will
be Suspended for as long as
the law permits if condi-
tions are not improved. A-
special meeting with the ta-
vern owners was held a week
ago this past Monday and the
city's threat to them has been
laid down the line in strong
terms.
Residents have complained

consistently that they are
awakened during the night by
the commotion and unpleas-
ant language they hear when
the taverns operate. Their
lawns and shrubbery are be-
ing desecrated and all park-
Ing spaces In the area are
taken up by the patrons. Oc-
casionally there has been
vandalism perpetrated on
private property.
"If this does not stop," the

mayor exclaimed, "we will
declare the tavern premises
a public nuisance and we will
have them shut down. We
cannot tolerate such con-
ditions any l o n g s r . The
«eopLe are •ntJtUii ML a.
peaceful night, not one with
all kinds of disturbances."
Ruefully, the mayor re-

vealed that in spite of radar

and a mure intensive vigil
by police, speeding persists
in the city. He pinpointed
Feltus, Main, David and John
Sts. and Washington Ave. as
streets where the speeding
is particularly c r i t i c a l .
"Our police will continue
their efforts to curb this
recklessness and will even
go to the length of assigning
an additional patrolman on
the night shift to help stem
the tide of speeding.
"There U racing on the

streets around 1 a.m., 1
know, and we have a prob-
lem catching them, but If
we catch some of them, they
will think twice In the fu-
ture be fore they speed
again," he said.

One of the more aggravat-
ing p r o b l e m s of recent
months is the practlc* of
youthful drivers "digging
in" and "burning rubber* j i
quick starts for the thrlH
of hearing the tires screech-
ing. However, such sounds
are penetratingly incisive
and discomforting to people
who try to sleep. The loud,
shrill noise of the tires on
the pavement has always
been associated with motor-
ists trying to halt their cars
to avoid quick-second ac-
cidents.
These sounds are being

heard more and more fre-
quently by youths who rsce
around city streets, turning
corners and making rapid
starts. To pedestrians and

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acts ere presentiments of
accidents. Three weeks ago
Magistrate John R. Evorfet
had three youths before him
