the board Tuesday.
A letter, dated February

4, 1964 from State Com-
missioner of Education F.
W. Raublnger was produced
by Batchelor to confirm the
fact that South Ambo/s high
school was granted a limited
(with the word "limited*
underscored) approval for.
Just one year, until June
30, 1966. Renewal of the
approval is normally given
for a psrlod of five years.

The meeting was requested
by the Board of Education
to acquaint the mayor and
council with what had trans-
pired at a conference in
Trenton June 24 between
B a t c h e l o r and Superin-
tendent of Schools Eugene
5. Dobrzynski representing
the school district and state
s c h o o l officials. Mimeo-
graphed copies of the con-
ference were distributed to
each of the members of the
governing body for their
perusal.
Some of the recommenda-

tions, like tearing down the
47 - year - old high school
building, were shocking and
astounding to the mayor and
council. However, Batchelor
toned down ths shock some-
what by stating that not a
atlck would be torn down
Just on- the basis of what
the stats had suggested.
"This ia not the end/' he
declared. "We will conduct
maî y meetings before we
tear down even one stick."

HIGH SCHOOL BUILDING
OUTDATED& INADEQUATE

There were six areas of
d i s c u s s i o n on which the
Trenton conference was
baaed: (1) a five-year sta-
tistical report of the school's
graduatea (1060-1964); (2)
enrollment figures by grades
7-12 from 1959 to 1964; (3)
enrollment figures by grades
kindergarten to sixth; (4)
a fact sheet showing present
enrollments and capaetty of
each school building, high
school c u r r i c u l u m and
classroom needs; (5) statis-
tics on mental maturity of
pupils, grades 2, 5, 7 and
9; and (6) a sketch of the
buildings and area.

Among the c o n c l u s i o n s
drawn were that the high
school building was definite-
ly outdated and unable to
serve the present needs of
the community and school
population and to remodel
it would be a waste of money.
The e x p e n s e , the report
stated, would be great and
the construction change a
could not possibly fulfill the
requirements and the cur-
rlcuTf needs of the pupils.
The report further related

that past experiences else-

turally functional to remodel
the elementary school for
high school p u r p o s e s .
S t u d i e s have shown that
maintenance and operational
costs together are 25 per
cent greater than on new
structures.
Speaking for the state in

Trenton were Dr. Max Bo-
gart of the Division of Se-
condary Education; Dr. Ann
Hoppock of the Division of
Elementary Education; and
Dr. Edward Spare of the
Division of School Finance
and Business.
These spokesmen, when

presented the facts, recom
mended that the present high
school be torn down and
replaced by a six or eight
room elementary school ad-
dition. They suggested re-
locating the high school on
the landfill on 30 acres of
land.
South Amboy, they deter-

mined officially, has a pro-
perty evaluation wealth of
$53,341 per pupil, which is
doe and three-fourths times
wtter than the $30,000 per
average community in the
state. Therefore, the city
should have the best schools,
second to none.

$1.5 MILLION ESTIMATE
FOR NEW SCHOOL

In round figures, Batchelor
and Mr. Dobrzynski were in-
formed that a new high school
on the landfill for grades 7-
12 and accommodating 500
pupils would cost approxi-
mately $1,500,000. The cost
would have been higher If
the city did not own tneHand.
The municipal debt was given
at $250,000 and the school
debt at $409,000v~a* this**
now stand.

Tabulations on the enroll-
ment at the high school,
grades 7-12, were supplied
for the years 1959 to 1964.
In 1959-1960 ths enrollment
was 390; 1960-1961 was the
same, 390; in 1961-1962 it
dropped to 368; it dropped
again in 1962-1963, to 356.
These were the years when
South-Amboy was receiving
Madison Townahlppupils and
gradually withdrawing them.

In 1959, there were 103
students from Madison; in
1960 there were 95; In 1961,
54; in 1962, 30; and, finally,
in 1963, Just 1. In spite of
the withdrawal of all Madi-
son pupils In 1963, with the
exception of Just the one,
the high school enrollment
spiralled from 356 \o 389
students. In the current year
the enrollment is 400. The
projected enrollment for
next year is 451.
Enrollment figures for the

elementary-school have also
mounted: 1959 (382). I960
(388), 1961 (368), 1962(412).
1963 (455) and 1964 (534).'
