GUESTICN: Harold G, Hoffman High School is faced
with the loss of its state accreditation at the end of June,
1966. What exactly does tifis mean to the South Amboy
senior high school student?”

ANSWER: The city would lose over $30,000 in state
.ald which is used towards the school, and any boy or

1 who would wish to further their education would be

nied the opportunity to do so. There wouldbe the stigma
against these students of graduation froma non-accredited
l;hool and employers might even be reluctant 1o hire
them. '

ANSWER: The Board has already taken steps to broaden
its curricula; it has, upon advice of the superintendent,
added several new courses tgngzogumn of study that are
scheduled to start in September. These are chemistry
for non-college students, practical mathematics for non-
college students, science in the 7th and 8th grades, new
hn&l:p arts in the 7th and 8th grades, and electronics

- in "tndustrial arts department. Gne other anticipated
course would be behind-the -wheel driver education,

As for the physical plant, the superintendent would have
to determine how many and what kind of classrooms are
needsed. This, of course, would be influenced by the
curricula program. While considering this, | would like to
see an expansive Industrial arts program in our high
school that would prepare students who are not interested
in going into the college preparatory or commercial
courses; these would be students who plan to go into
wemi-skilled or unskilled occupations in {ndusgry. For
thess students, we must provide practical education.

The needs for expansion in the elementary grades would
also have to be considered and we should provide rooms
for able children. In this latter case, we would then
be in a“position to receive these educable children from
other school districts.

TIME FACTOR

ANSWER: It would probably be more difficult to hire
new teachers into the ny-mr.l.

QUESTICON: The state says that the present school plant
is outdated and has suggested it be razed and replaced
by elementary school rooms and that a new senlor high
schopl. be built on the landfill area. What are your

thoughts on this proposal?

ANSWER: | do not think the school should be razed.
Although it is 47 years old, [ feel it would be foolish o
bufld new buildings. 1 would like to see the existing
high school expanded, and if a new h school is built,
- - then ‘we should do an 8-4 program which would be grades |
kindergarten through the B8th; and 9th through 12th. |
There is no available land for purchass as s high school
site. The landfill area is already city property. While
there are no facilities theré now, the cost of providing
them would probably be the same or less than purchase
of new real estate as a achool site. And, of course, there
are already athletic facilities there that could be utilized
by & school. The landfill loocks like the best available
site and as far as cross the tracks, it is possible to
get to that area via the Bor " ntown Ave, bridge.

QUESTION: Available enrollment figures indicate an in-
creasing number of students in grades 9-12, It there-
fore seems pertinent that some action be taken to provide
for the expected enrollment, does it not?

ANSWER: Well, if a new achool is built, I would like to
see a 4-year high school to accomodate 350-400 students.
We could leave the 7th and 8th grades in gthe existi
high school building with a departmental program s
expand the elementary grade program. I think this could
be done for much less than the state says.
