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INQUIRING REPORTER
Last week the Citizen ran an interview with Mr. Fre-

deric Reeae of the Board of Education in which he
commented on a report from the State Board of Educa-
tion to the local school board. In their report, the state
notified South Amboy that lta high achool had temporary
approval until June, 1965 and It auggeated that certain
changes be made in lta school plant.

The moat extreme change suggested by the state was
that the preaem high achool building be rated and ele-
mentary claaarooms built there and that a new high
achool be built on the landfill area. We therefore posed
a queatlon to various reaidente and thta week begin the
comments received. We will continue to do so for the
next few weeks.

QUJESTION: The state says that the present public achool
plant la outdated and has suggested it be rased and re -
placed by elementary achool rooma and that a new aenio/
nlgh achool be built on the landfill area. What are your
thoughts on this proposal?

JOSEPH F. VAIL -Now retired, Mr. Vail waa formerly
a science teacher and the principal of Harold G. Hoff
man High School.

ANSWER: "As to the need for more elementary class-
rooms, I'm aure that the parents of the children who
have been on "half-days" will agree. The need for more
high achool apace has been recognised as far back as
fifteen yeara ago, long before the current increase in
enrollment. After all, there, are only ten classrooms in
the building, plus the rooms for Art, Home Arts, Manual
Arts, Science and the Library.

Aa to the suggestion that the high achool building be
razed, I think that that requires an examination of con-
science. That building was completely re-built m 1950
and is aa sound aa the Rock of Cibralter. To tear it
down, just to replace It with a nicer-looking building Is
ridiculous. The more sensible thing to do is that sug-
gested by Mr. Reese. Use .the present facilities, adopt
the 8-4 program and build a new four year high achool.

According to this plan, grades seven and eight will be In
Grammar School where they belong. They will occupy five
oilbe ten cUatrooma leaving five foohe expansion of the
present elementary school. The so-called11 special^rooma
will greatly enrich the educational program. All this will
require but a few more teachera and la an.Investment of
Immeasurable value."
