QUESTION: The state says that the present school plant
is outdated and has suggested that it be razed and replaced
by elementary school buildings and that a new senior
high school be built oh the landfill area. What are your
thoughts on this proposal?

REV, WILBUR NEWTON-A registered teacher in his
natiye state of Pennslyvania, the Rev. Newton hae been in
South Amboy for four years as pastor of the United
Presbytérian Church. He and Mrs. Newton are the parents
of 3 children, two of them of school age and attending the
public-school.

- ANSWER: ‘I would not like to see the present building
torn down. It could be renovated and with the present
elementary school building, we could use the combined
site for grades kindergarten to 8th grade. I would be in
favor of a high school - grades 9-12 - on the landfill. There
would be room there for -all athletic facilities including
track and a football team. I feel that if costs are pro-
hibitive and would prevent building a complete pliht at
the same time, we could undertake it on a gradual scale
by building facilities for one class at a time, starting
WITh the - 12th grade, until the facilitles for the four
classes were completed.”’ "

MRS, EDNA C. CHASE - An active civic leader and club-
woman, Mras, Chase is the Vice-President of the Amboy-
Madison National Bank. She is also the 3h District
Vice 'Psiwsident and Trustes of the New Jersey State
Federation of Women’s Clubs.

ANSWER: ‘“'With the growing population it is very well
understood that our school space is not adequate. By
no means though, should an adequate building such as the
High School be razed. It is indeed adequate for the en-

irgement of the slementary school, including the seventh
and eighth grades. "

‘Il agree that a new Senfor High School should be built,
if it is accredited as it should be, but | am very much
opposed to the landfill area. This area could be used for
other projects but 1 do not feel any school should be
built in the section of the city that would take the pupils
"across railroad tracks and in a section so inaccessible
t0o most of the sections of South Amboy."’
