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INQUIRING REPORTER
In an effort to view the conaenaua of public opinion re*

garding the South Amboy Public Schools situation, we
continue our question and anawera aubmltted by various
residents. "The Citizen' welcomes alt viewpoint* and
readera may write to; School Queation, '^the South Amboy
Citizen", 433 Augusta St., South Amboy.

QUESTION: The State says that the present
public school plant is outdated and has suggest-
ed it be raxed and replaced by elementary school
rooms and that a new senior high school be built
on the landfill area. What are your thoughts on
this proposal?

JOHN PLOSKONKA - A graduate of Newark College of En-
gineering, Mr. Ploskonka haa been a member of the South
Amboy Planning Board since 1962 and is this year the
chairman; at 25, probably one of the youngest Planning
Board chairmen In the country.
ANSWER: "Generally speaking, I am in favor of a new high
school on the landfill area. However, I think it would be a
good idea to look into the feasibility of converting the pre
sent John St. school plant*into use as a municipal building.
If this were possible, then perhapaovera 15-year range, a
complete new school system, Incorporating grades k-12
would be coordinated in one area on the landfill site. Use of
this area for a new school building would supplement the
proposals suggested by the Recreation Commisssion at the
landfill. In addition to having a school with adequate recre-
ational facilities, we would have the additional advantage of
having adequate parking facilities and sufficient school
space so that In the future perhaps an adult evening school
might be established.
"The opposition to the landfill area as a new school build-

ing site merely on the grounds *6f' inaccessibility' seems
narrow-minded, since South Amboy is, after all, only a mile
square; thus, the furthest the most distant pupil must travel
is a mile. Concerning the argument of crossing the railroad
tracks, It would seem to me that any street in town is more
dangerous to cross because of the poor driving habits of a
few Individuals.
"It would really be up to the voters and taxpayers to decide

if they want their town to have a well-balanced education
plant or one which is ' just passing*.''

ANSWER: "A new high school Is absolutely necessary if we
are to continue to maintain our present program of a full
education. An addition of a few rooms to the present school
would solve nothing. As for locating the new building on the
landfill, I would reserve opinion until qualified soil engi-
neers personally had examined any proposed structure.
Construction could prove more costly than land acquisition.
"The existing high school structure should not be de-

stroyed as It would be suitable for a Junior High school. I
have long been opposed to the six-year High School plan.
"The salient fact to remember is that South Amboy has

passed the point of where it can lgndre the state's recom-
mendations. Either we have a high school or we don't. As
a taxpayer, I see no sense In supporting a school that can't
even meet minimum state standards. Nor can time stand
still while politicians argue pros and cons. The question Is
only where do we build a new High School. Quote ths 1965
N.J. PTA convention theme: 'These are our children—han-
dle with cars'."

GEORGE CATTANO - A member of the Recreation Com-
mission, Mr. Cattano was this year elected South Amboy
Republican Municipal Chairman.
ANSWER: "My opinion la that the present school building
is in good shape. 1 see no reason for this building to come
down. I can see adding on to make the school acceptable to
the state's plans.
"I often hear that the gym is too small for attendance at

basketball games. This Is not true because the only time
the crowd Is S.R.O, is when they play city rival St. Mary's,
but this has been taken care of by playing these games at
St. Mary's .
"You hear talk about putting a new school on the landfill.

This I do not go along with because this piece of land should
be used to help lower our tax rate by getting Industry of
some source to lessen the load on our taxpayers. By put-
ting a new school there It will do nothing but Increase our
tax rate. • "
"I also believe in preventive maintenance; by this I mean

taking care of the buildings we now have; for example, the
new school building has not been painted since being
erected."* ._ ^ .

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AMSHORE HOMES EROSION
DISCUSSED AT JOINT M

PROBLEMS
1ETING

- Leaving Stevens Ave. a no
turning Into M a c e d u l s k i
Terr. In the Amshore Home
development, w h e r e ne w
h o m e s are advertised at
$15,750, one travels up
rather steep hill and comes
to ka halt at a curbline. It is
the demarcation point be-
tween the street and a sharp
rising precipice overlooking
the bay area.

At night, .standing at the
top of the precipice, a splen-
did sight comes Into view.
Below, a short d i s t a n c e
away, it seems, the sprawl-
ing Rarltan River can be
seen Illuminating an aura
of lights from the numer-
ous buildings In Perth Am-
boy and vicinity. It is a
magnificent view, one to be
appreciated, but the hill it-
self presents a complexity
of problems to home owners
living on the hill and just
below it.

It is estimated that the
sharp-rising hill is a good
50 feet above its base com-
pressed in a relatively nar-
row stretch of land. Resi-
dents living on top of the
hill are afraid that 'their
yards will wash down; home
owners below are fearful
of the rain water that flows
Into their properties down
the hill. At the botton of the
hill the homes are dwarfed
by the height of the elevation.
Looking down, Barkalow St.,
with its paved road, looks
like a mere path.
Three weeks ago, a heavy

downpour of rain alarmed
the people living in the area.
Some of. the residents came
to the council meeting to ex-
press, their fears and to
complain of the d r a i n a g e
problems they had to put up
with*; The* best way to cope
with the matter, city officials
felt at the time, was to call
a special conference with
the developers and members
of the Planning Board to
discuss what could be done.
Specifically, the governing
body was intent on obtaining
a time schedule from Am-
shore Really Company for
eliminating or minimizing
erosion of the hill.
This Tuesday, when all per-

sons c o n c e r n e d came to-
gether for the caucus, a
surprisingly calm session*
transpired, not the boister-
ous one that might have been
expected. Both home owners
and Leon Koziol, one of the
two partners In Amshore
Realty, and city officials ad-
dressed each other cordial-
ly and expressed their views
In a mild tone of voice.
IMMEDIATE PREVENT IV E

MEASURES ASKED*
It was not the first time that

this drainage problem had
come up. Previously, in an-
swer to protests from home
owners, the builders agreed
to construct a concrete wall
at the base of the hill just
at the property lines below.
This wall is a substantial
one and would require an
"atomic bomb" to destroy,
as one person stated.

The wall measures about
500 feet in length and Is re-
inforced every 25 feet by
pile tasters and tie roads.
The base of the wall mea-
sures about five feet in thick-

t*************?.

and tapers off to about
two feet at the top. Never-
theless,, the water from the
hill gushes over the wall
and into the yards of the
people there. Some of the
water finds its way around
both ends of the wall.

Koziol stated before the
meeting that in the original

'plane he was not required
to build the wall. He under-
took the expense of it to give
some protection to the home
owners. But the high-sloping
hill is bare of vegetation
Many years ago, when the
land lay barren and was a
happy and vast playground
in virgin state for youths
of the city, it grew hardy
grass only in patches here
and there. The surface con-
sisted of yellowish sand and
extremely rocky soil.

Some measures have been
taken to arrest the erosion.
Rip-rap, or boards buried
in parallel layers, was one
recommendation. Another
was the planting of trees and
shrubbery and seeding with
rugged rye seeds. However,
the developers maintained
that seeding was of no avail
as long as bands of children
scour the hill and dig It up.
He (Koziol) remarked that he
had called police "about 101
times" himself to disperse
the children.

This week the mayor and
council and board members
made other recommenda-
tions. Koziol, with great sin-
cerity, said that he would do
anything within his power to
solve the erosion problem.
One of the things he said he
would do would be to install
curbing at the top of the hill
to direct surface drainage
to a flue just below the top
leading to the base of the
" m o u n t a i n " where more
curbing would be installed
to direct the water to a catch
baW?GHWAY EROSION

SYSTEM SUGGESTED
Councllmen proposed that

the hill be seeded as a tem-
porary measure at least un-
tfl more permanent work
can be performed. Koziol,
though, demurred to some
degste, basing.his reasoning
on the need for constructing
the curbing and flue first. He
felt that seeding would serve
little or no purpose without
the curbing. At the same
time, he said that he would
plant even weed grass seeds
if he thought that would help.
One of the c o u n c l l m e n ,

Eugene Szeszko, proposed a
type of netting over the sur-
face of the hill to keep the
seedlings and the soil intact
until rooting takes place.
Councilman John Connors
agreed, though he said state
highwaymen sometimesliave
to do this two and three times
on sloping land before it
takes.
. Permanent plans call for
the planting of shrubbery
and trees on the hillside,
trees according to specifi-
cations made by the Shade
Tree Commission. But Ko-
ziol remarked that the tree-
planting time is in January
and February, not now. Tree
and shrubbery roots absorb
much water and tend to keep
the land from eroding.

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The developer said that he
had done everthlng he could
in a spirit ottcooperation.
He eald that he did many
things that he was not re-
quired to do. He had donated
a two-and-a-half acre tract
for a park, a 50 by 100-foot
plot for a future roadway and
had put up $14,000 In bonds
for Fourth St. extension.
He said he also Installed

an 8-inch waterllne where
originally he was required
to put in a 6-inch line. He
voluntarily placed 24-inch
and 30-lnch sewer lines in
the ground where before he
was only compelled to use
12-inch and 14-lnch piping.
At the request of councilmen
and residents, he said he
agreed to many other small
favors, like dumping extra
loads of sand here and there
where needed, grading and
leveling.
''There was no p e t i t i o n

made by the mayor and coun-
cil that I neglected," he
added. Fourth St. extension,
he said, was appended to the
project afterwards. He did
not decline to put up the
money. The land is being
paid for by them even though
they were not required to do
so. The city was supposed to
get the right-of-way for
Fourth St. extension, not
they. Yet, lack of this ease-
ment has put their home
building at a standstill for
11 months.
More recently he had pur-

chased a plot of land to
eliminate a dead end or a
turn-around cul de sac to
enable the streets (Barkalow
and Pupek Rd.) to run conti-
nuously from both ends to
Stevens Ave. In the face of all
these hardships and delays,
he said that he is "ready to
quit and leave the city/ If
Fourth St. extension doesn't
go through, he may leave all
and* pull out, he said. In the
11 months delay, he declared
that he could' have had the
park finished and a fence
around it erected.
"Whatever the mayor and

council asked me, I gave
them. It is time I was con-
sidered and g i v e n some
action," he said. He also dis-
closed that he has- $17,000
tied up with the FHA (Federal
Housing Authority).

KRESS SUPPORTS
DEVELOPED

A t t o r n e y George Kress,
speaking for the Planning
Board, maintained that, aa
Koziol said, the developers
did everything that was re-
quested of tbem. They have
been almost four years try-
ing to get the right-of-way
from JCP&L Co. for the
Fourth St. extension, he cor-
roborated. At the same time,
Kress stated that the only
way to give K'oziol final ap-
proval for section four is to
eliminate the Fourth St. ex-
tension, that is, u n l e s s
JCP&L Co. comes through
with the easement soon.
Meanwhile, U was agreed

that everything feasible will
be done presently to arrest
erosion of the hill. Mayor
Richard J. Schultz, in ad-
dition to agreeing to write
JCP&L Co. in an attempt to
get the utility to expedite the
easement granting, said he
would post a special police
officer at the hill during the
time it is seeding to keep
children from tearing up the
seeds.
Conducting the meeting was

P l a n n i n g Board president
John Ploskonka who brought
up many timely points to keep
everyone Informed on what
had been done to date. It was
he who determined the date,
August 24. as the next meet-
ing date) for approval of the
section* four and five, if this
is to be done by the board. By
then it Is anticipated that a
reply will be received from
JCP&L Co. on the easement.

and the power company's
engineers as to the plan lay-
out. To their knowledge this
agreement had been attained.
Reaching out for plausible

reasons, Howley felt that it
may be a procedural method
with JCP&L Co., reauiring
the easement to pass through
a number of the company's
departments and acquiring
signatures of approval from
each before final consign-
ment on their part.
In any event, the city of-

ficials were of the opinion
that something ought to be
done to expedite the matter.
A suggestion by Howley, that
the mayor write a letter to,
JCP&L Co. regarding the
e a s e m e n t and urging the
company to speed up action
on It, was unanimously ac-
cepted by all concerned as
probably having the greatest
Impact on bringing the issue
to a head. Mayor Richard J.
S c h u l t z declared that he
would do this. Councilman
Peter J. Rush asked the
mayor to impress the com-
pany with the grave need
for the easement.

ALTERNATE PLAN
PROPOSED

Should the developers fall
to receive the easement, they
may have to revert to a plan
of action which they origi-
nally proposed.' This- would
entail running a roadway,
called Tower Place on the
map, to connect with Bar-
kalow St. and, thence, back to
Stevens Ave. Barkalow St.
converges with Pupek Rd.
and gives eventual exit to
Stevens Ave. at the other
end of the development.

The original plan called
for a "cul de sac" or a
dead end street for lack
of an outlet, but the city
was not in favor of such
a termination. For one thing,
fire engines would have to
turn around in the street
in cases of emergency.
Since then, however; the

builders have eliminated this
project by purchasing addi-
tional land from JCP&L Co.
permitting them to continue
the roadway uninterrupted
back to Stevens Ave. But
this would still involve do-
ing away with the connection
with Fourth St. extension, the
plan that the city favors
above all since it would later
be made to connect with
Main St. and provide a direct
line of travel to the heart
of the city.

Amshore Realty Company.
Inc., as the builders call
themselves, has conjJtruc_ted
a total of approximately 70
homes in th« area to date..
They hope to build about
98 homes in all. In section
four the realtors have put
in four basements which re-
main as basements only for
several months now. Plant
for section five call for the
c o n s t r u c t l b n of about 8
homes.

At the outset of the meeting,
Koziol expressed, dismay at
the number of delays and
problems he has encounter-
ed. He said he was In the
mood to "pack up and go
home' if further Impedi-
ments are placed In the way.
