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INQUIRING REPORTER
By next week we expect to close out this series of answers

to our question concerning the South Amboy public school
situation. We hope to present a summary of the comments
received so far, and any readers who would still like to
comment are welcome to do so by writing tpj School Ques-
tion, "The South Amboy Citizen1', 433 Augusta St., South
Amboy. .
QUESTION: The State sayt that the present
public school plant is outdated and has suggest-
ed it be rated and replaced by elementary school
tooms and that a new senior high school be built
on the landfill area. What are your thoughts on
this proposal?

F.E. HARTMANN - The state legislative representative for
the N.J. State Volunteer Firemen's Association, the N.J;
Staje-Ftnr-Cottege, and the N.J. State Fire Police, Mr,
Hartmann also acts as liaison officer for the latter two
groups.

ANSWER - "Regarding our school buildings and City Hall!
and their locations, I would like to make the following com
menta: 1. The present building should not be torn down;
from a visual Inspection, it appears structurally sound,
2. the school board should not let the stare school board
"bully* them' into tearing down any building. I know from
experience as a "liaison officer* for State Firemen's As
sociations that you should know your subject and be a dip-
lomat; be courteous and tactful. If they see you mean busi-
ness, they will quiet down and be witling to discuss the sub
Ject or subjects; 3. The school board should appoint a good
committee (not necessarily school board members) to
contact the state school board and go over their problem; do
not advise them In advance what you intend to talk about or
give them any chance to be ready for your committee.
"The present City Hall should not be torn down to make

room for a new school addition. The reasons can be dis-
cussed in future articles. The-State School Board would
like to have all new schools to have at least 5 a c r e s of
ground. The present school building stands on approximate-
ly 2 acres and the City Hall property on about 1 acre, equal-
ing 3 acres.
"The landfill area with proper testing of the ground area,

! believe, will require piling and a larger foundation than
on normal or virgin soil. It is subject to severe east storms
and probably flooding, causing a severe drainage problem
and a sanitary sewer problem plus expensive installation of
water lines due to the low elevation of the ground. The State
School Board recommends that railroad crossing* such as
those located there should be avoided. I don't believe that
Industry would locate there due to expensive bulk-heading
and the cost of driving pilings for foundations for machinery
and buildings.
" S e r i o u s consideration should be given to the effect of

dredging if it were bulkheaded and a channel or slips dug,
due to Bait water Infiltration and effect of breaking the fresh
water Beal because of the Water Works Wells. Docks or a
dock would be expensive to Install because they would have
to extend quite a distance out for deep water. For these
reasons, I do not believe a school should be built on the
landfill site.
"There has been some unfavorable criticism of people who

have condemmed the landfill. All I have to say at this time
is that people who live in glass houses should not throw
stones. Every citizen should be free to express his or her
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comments because
day and age."

Councilman's Action Nullifies Ordinance
An ordinance introduced by

the governing body August 3
and approved unanimously on
first reading by the council
came to naught when pre-
sented for second and final
reading this past Tuesday

. when a councilman, Eugene
S. Szeszko, voted against
its adoption. Mayor Richard
J. Schultz, Council President
Fred Henry and Councilman
John Connors were dis-
traught at Szeszko's rever-
sal.
Henry, who was visibly an-

noyed by Szeszko's ac t ion
•reminded him that Szeszko
had voted in favor of the
ordinance two weeks ago.
Szeszko, on the other hand,
contended that he had argued
•gainst the ordinance for the
past two months or so at the
council business sessions.
Two councilmen, John J.
Howley and Peter 3. Rush,
were absent, being on vaca-
tion.
Affected was the position of

utility clerk which was to be
nneo by Helen "McCabe,
employee of the Water
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partment office. Under the
p r o p o s e d , o r d i n a n c e ,
Mrs. McCabe was to divide
her time with the Water
Department, the tax office
and the city clerk's office.
Szeszko recalled that two

weeks ago Councilman How-
ley remarked that the ordi-
nance would not create a new
position but was designed to
make f u l l e r use of Mrs.
McCabe's time and services.
He said that upon reconsi-
deration he thinks Howley
was wrong in this supposi-
tion. In his opinion he stated
that in effect it Is creating a
new Job and a superfluous one
at that.
What S z e s z k o contended

was that the city should con-,
tlnue the procedure It had
followed in the past, that is
hire temporary clerks on a
part time basis for the two
or three days when needed
to make up payrolls and such.
"How long does it take to
make, up a payroll?" he
asked.

- Tfl tmr Henry responded
that Szeszko la taking advan-
tage of the situation, that he
should have notified fellow
councilmen In advance about
his intentions, not wait to the
last moment.

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TRAFFIC LIGHTS RECOMMENDATIONS
MADE BY STATE TRAFFIC AGENCY

What to do about South Am-
boy's seven traffic signal
lights to legalize them Is
Bteadlly becoming a night-
mare to city officials. About
a month ago Mayor Richard
J. Scultz happily announced
that at least one of them, at
the intersection of Main St.
and Broadway, has received
state sanction according to
Information he obtained, but
now he is not even sure of
this after the receipt of a
letter from Trenton.
In the latest correspond-

ence, this one from Gerald
J. Driscoll, chief of the Traf-
fic Service Department, the
governing body was Informed
that an investigation of these
lights, from the standpoint of
legal and engineering as-,
pects, the traffic lights do not'
conform to the state statutes
pertaining to their install-
ation and operation.

All of the traffic lights are
located .on county roads.
They were listed at being
situated at Main St. and Ste-
vens Ave., Bordentown and
Pine Aves., Stevens Ave. and
John St., Stevens Ave. and
Augusta St., Main and Fel-
tus Sts., Washington Ave. and
Walnut St., and the one on
Broadway.

The letter declared that
these lights cannot-be re-
commended to the s t a t e
motor vehicle director for
any type of approval, even
on a temporary baeis pend-
ng their modernization, for

the following reasons:
(1) The signals do not meet

the state minimum statutory
requirements pertaining to
installatlon_and operation.
(2) An approval issued with-

out regard to statutory re-
quirements would place the
director In an untenable po-
sition in the event of a civil
action resulting from an ac-
cident at anyone of these in-
ersectlona.
(3) The required traffic vol-

umes at three of the inter-
sections are so marginal that
modernisation will probably
equTf • ffi* us* of U'irnc-ac-
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(uated equipment before
approval can be Issued.
(4) 1 raffle at three of the

intersections is so sparse
that lega\ or technical justi-
fication for them cannot be
found.
(5) The remaining signs

light, processed by the state
in March, 1960, has not been
Installed and operated in the
manner necessary before
can be recommended for ap-
proval. '

recommendations. "Asare-
sult of a thorough and de-
tailed e v a l u a t i o n of this
situation with our engineers,
it is recommended that:
(1) The seven subject traf-

fic signals should be placed
on flashing operation, pro-
viding flashing amber to the
main street and flashing red
to the^sjae ftreet for the
Interim period during which
the modernization of the
three warranted signals and
the corrective action con-
cerning the fourth signal can
be accomplished.
(2) Stop sign control on the

side streets be Implemented
In conjunction with the
of flashing red indications.
(3) As soon as these signals

are placed on flashing op-
eration, the stop signs are
erected and our engineers
have inspected this opera-
tion, a temporary approval
can be issued by the director.

Driscoll concluded that his
principal traffic engineer,
George S, Horner, is now
preparing a more detailed
report on each of Se lights,
which will be forwarded to
the city. He extended an in-
vitation of Homer's assist-
ance "to insure the proper
operation of these Interim
flashing signals and the ap-
propriate design of the three
signals to be modernized."

Perplexed as to what fur-
