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FIREMEN CELEBRATE 75TH ANNIVERSARY
FOURTH ST. EXTENSION
FAVORED BY BOARD

There were s t rung indi-
ca t ions Monday th.M ttie
Fourth St. ex tens ion road
Connecting with fupck Kd.
in the A manore housing de-
velopment would be con
strutted* If comments and
opinions expressed at the
meeting could be taken at
face value. A decision is
expected to be reached at
the Planning Board meeting
September 14.
Coming out strongly in

favor of the proposed road
were Councllmen John J.
Howiey and John Connors.
C o u n c i l President Fred
Henry stated that he wanted
another look at the area.
Mayor Richard J. Schultz
apparently is opposed, bas-
ing his contention on the
premises that it would
create new drainage pro-
blems in the new sections
of the development and in-
crease the flow of traffic
in the area.

A favorable reaction on
the road came from both
the Planning Board and the
Board of Public Works.
Both bodies convened with
city officials to obtain the
latter's thinking in the mat-
ter. Councilman Eugene
Szeezko flatly rejected the
connection, declaring that
he wants to go on record
as opposing it. Councilman
Peter J. Rush voted for
the roadway but was op-
posed to having an outlet
to Main St. where only
right - hand turns toward
Broadway would be per-
mitted.
With the power of decision

resting with the two boards,
it is inevitable that the
road will be cut. Mean-
while, a petition signed
by 57 residents having
homes on Fourth St., Con-
nors Dr. and Barkalow St.
o p p o s i n g the road, re-
putedly all of the home
owners there except one,
has been submitted and has
caused some officials to
reconsider their views.

Planning Board attorney
George Kress reviewed the
history of the road con-
troversy .in stating that
meetings with the mayor
and council, the police chief
and fire chief, and the
Board of Public Works
were held in 1960 when
it was determined that a
road, water lines and sewer
lines terminating in a dead
end was undesirable.

ftOAD. APPROVED

IN I960
Kress continued that very

serious thought had been
given this during the next
six months and estimates
were obtained from the city
engineer of how much the
road construction would
c o s t . Negotiations were
begun with Jersey Central
Power & Light Co. to ob-
tain an easement. As the
builders completed each
section, they posted bonds,
with the city, now totalling
$ 14,000. for the road. About
8 months ago, the deve-
lopers acquired additional
land from the railroad so
that a dead end could be
eliminated.
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Ai a l j t t r m e e u n g , K r e s s
fcjid, it WJH d e f i n i t e l y
agreed that the road would
be extended to Fourth St.
Planning Board consultant
H. Thomas Carr corrobor-
ated what Kress had said
with layout explanations
and map displays. He added
that the road will eliminate
"the Chinese Wall that now
deyides the city. " He
maintained that the deve-
lopers, Edward Plechota
and Leon Koziol of Last
Rutherford, offered the al-
ternatives of "looping I'u-
pek Dr. so as to meet
Barkalow St., form a cul
de-sac or turn-around, or
build a road extension to
Fourth St. with the pos-
sibility of another one-way
road to Main Street from
Fourth St."
On the subject of retaining

the $ 14,000 posted in bonds,
city officials recalled that
the developers promised to
give it to the city to be
used for whatever purpose
the mayor and council de-
sired. However, Kress
cautioned optimism on this
point, referring to the
wording of the contract.
It was at this stage of

the meeting that R ush pro-
posed that the road to
Fourth St. be built and that
the paper street to Main
Street be dropped as
hazardous. He said that
the road to Fourth St. would
bring about «n even flow
of traffic in the area. "Who
is going to drive through
there except the people who
live there? he exclaimed.
"That still leaves us with

dead end water and sewer
lines," Thomas Vail of the
Board of Public Works re-
marked. "Who wants to be
flushing hydrant s every
day?"

"If you flush hydrants,

you'll have ruBty water In
the tines,' Mayor Schultz
Intervened. "We don't want
that." Philip Su l l i van ,
another member of the
Board of Public Works, de-
clared "We had public
m e e t i n g s on this. Why
dldn' t somebody show up?*
"The people have a right

to ques t ion this road,"
Schultz stated. "Many of
the residents didn't live
there four and five years
ago. Some of them weren't
even aware of what was
going on. We now have a
dangerous intersection at
Stevens Ave. and Fourth
St. which the road may
make even more dan-
gerous."
"If you don't connect to

Fourth St., you will have
that much more traffic on
Pupek Dr.," Rush com-
mented. "My Idea Is to
equalize the flo* of traf-
fic t h r o u g h o u r the whole
area."-
"The problem la to set

from .one side of JCPlL
Co. property to the other,"
Carr intervened. "There
should not be more traffic
passing through there than
paste's through any place
else. There it no reason
for cutting off one part of
the city from the rest of
the city,"
"Suppose s factory wanted

to settle on property owned
by the railroad," Kress

' 90% UNANIMOUS

Planning Board president
John Ploskonka announced
that his board is 90 per
cent in favor of building
the road. Board of Public
Works president Frank
Tarallo, when asked, said
that the board's concern
is the utility lines and that
his—personal opinion re-
mains unchanged. ' 'We
went on record at our meet-
Ings that the street should
go through." Other fellow
board members endorsed
this viewpoint.
Joseph Halmi of the Board

of Public Works, who is
also a fireman, aaked"How
do you expect to get a rig
in there in case of a fire.
You don't have much fire
protection there. If you in-
stall a fire plug, you will
only be able to get one
fire truck at a time in
there for a water con-
nection to the hydrant. The
other trucks will have to
c o n n e c t three blocks
away."

Joseph Medelros, a re-
sident, explained that he
has been given assurance
from C h r i s t Episcopal
Church that their parking
lot'would be placed at the
City's disposal in case of
In emergency.

road.

The group decided to look
into this matter the fol-
lowing day. But Am shore
d e n i e d constructing the
road in advance, maintain-
ing that the road alluded
to by Medeiros is just a
temporary access made by
them so that they could
enter their property- and
work on section five or
their development. Fred
Henry, however, remained
unconvinced of this.

Mayor Schultz contacted
the developers by phone
and received confirmation
from them that they were
not working in advance on
the road. The opinion is that
they have a right to enter
land they own and deve-
lop it, but Henry thought
JCP&L Co. property rights
might have been violated.
One of the interested par-

ties, Frank Zebro, Demo-
cratic council candidate
from the First Ward, i s -
sued this s t a t e m e n t :
"Where technical and phy-
sical aspects are present,
c o n s i d e r a t i o n must be
granted when 25 families
get so riled up."

Howley made a point when
he compared the proposed
road to Cedar St. extension.
"There was good planning
there. We are hedging here
tonight. We have to stand
up and be counted.** The
p u b l i c , meanwhile, will
have another chance to ex-
press their feelings Sep-
tember 14 at a public
hearing.
