A very emphatic warning

was given to persons and
business establishments
about sellingtoor purchas-
ing alcoholic beverages for
minors by Mayor Richard
J. Schultz. He stated: "We
know who you are and we
are watching you!" He told
violators not to call him
for lenient treatment.
This warning followed the

reading of a notice from the
state Alcoholic Beverage
Commission that a hearing
is pending* concerning the
sale of such intoxicating
liquids by a local establish-
ment to minors recently.
On September 1 Red's

Package Store, Inc., of 108
South B r o a d w a y was
charged with Belling alco-
holic beverages to a minor
August 20. A hearing before
the commission has been
scheduled for the afternoon
of Sept. 24 at their office
in Newark.
, Councilman Peter J. Rush,
l i c e n s e commissioner,
said yesterday that he will
recommend the maximum
penalty for o f f e n d e r s .
Usually, after such a hear-
ing, the ABC recommends
a range between the maxi-
mum and minimum penal-
ties that can be Imposed by
a municipality upon offend-
ers. Since Rush has been
l i c e n s e commissioner,
seven such c a s e s have
come up, he said.

Rush also disclosed that a
hearing before the state

' Public Utilities Commis-
sion on a southbound shel-
ter for railroad commutors
is to be held in Newark at
10 a.m. September 22 which
he will attend. Also, he
said that an ordinance lim-
iting the number of persons
in a tavern at one time is
nearing completion and that
this fire ordinance will be
introduced soon.

The mayor asked the city
clerk to protest the release
of flue gases by railroad
engines at the crossing on
John Street and Broadway.
He said several requests
have already been made to
the railroad to move their
engines farther down the
tracks to discharge these
fumes.

Mayor Schultz received a

round of applause from the
spectators when he de-
clared that he personally -
cannot see this road doing
any good because of the
traffic and drainage prob-
lems it will create. "We
already have a traffic ha-
zard on our handB at Fourth
St. and Stevens Ave."

He emphasized that it Is
not a cut and dry issue
In favor of the road and
that the residents should
be given another public
hearing to express them-
selves before a decision
is rendered. He said that
he Is waiting for the last
word from the Board of
Public Works before he,
in his capacity as mayor,
has to file with JCP&L Co.
for a right-of-way.

Ploskonka, who appeared
to concur, had a bad time
of It from the spectators >
who questioned him In-
cessantly about the quali-
fications of the Planning
Board members to make
such decisions. He said
that when the state created .
planning boards, its intent
was to r e m o v e their
functioning as much as pos-
sible from p o l i t i c a l
i n t e r f e r e n c e s . He said
that these boards are a
cross section of people in
various occupation* and not
all engineers or lawyers.

sldents were unappeased
about the boards having so
much power and beingfTout
of reach" of the mayor and
councllmen whom the
people elect to represent
them.
