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SUPERINTENDENT DOBRZYNSK!
OUTLINES SCHOOL NEEDS
AT ROTARY MEETING

Pugence 5. laohrzynskl,

Superintendent of the South
Amboy b ublic Schouls, out -
lined the needs of the public
school system to members
of the South Amboy Rotary
at their luncheon meeting
on Tuesday afterncon,

He derailed the number of
rooms needed to provide
adequate course require-
ments and classroom space
for grades 9-12and empha-
sized the opinion that the
landfill area would be. the
best site for a new senior
high school as it contains
the 30 acres needed for
such a new building, plus
playground and recreation
areas, _

INCREASED
ENROLLMENT

~ Mr. Dobrzynski told the
«audience that the present
public school enrollment

is 955 students with 535
students in grades K-6 and
420 atudents in grades
7-12. This 1s 31$ students
or 33% over the physical
capacity of the school plant
as the desired enroliment
should be 390 students in
grades K-0 and 250 stu-
dents in grades 7-12,

In the classrooms avail-
able for K-6, there are
4 kindergartens on half-
day sessions which meets
state requirements. Keep-
ing the kindergarten at 2%
students per clags assures
$30. per child In state aid.

The Sth grade is currently
on double sessions due to
lack of classroom space
and Mr, Dobrzynski said
that If more students are
enrolled in the “2nd and
3rd grades, it will be ne-
cessary to also put these
classes ondouble sesgions,
In the grade school there
are 16 class sections using
13 available classrooms. .

Room is needed for spe-
cial education classes.
Currently 11 children are
being transportedtoSayre-
ville, 1 to Newark and 2 to
Woodbridge for sapecial
classes at a-tuition cost
of $883 per child (total of
$10,673.64) and cost of
$15,705.50 for transporta-
tion during 1964-63. The
exact cost of transportation
will be known on Septem-
ber 22 when the Board of
Education opens bids for
bussing the educable and
tralnable children,

At the present time, three
classrooms are needed for
the projected increase in
the elementary grade en-
rollment; a room is needed
for remedial, improved and
speed reading; an all-
purpose room anda library
are alao needed. .

HIGH SCHOOL
OVERCROWDED

In the high schoo] there.
are now 12 classrooms,
a sdiance laboratory, in-
- +dustrial arts shop, -home
arts' room, art room, a li-
brary and an auditorium.
However, the auditorium
has been separated by a
movable divider for use as
two temporary class-
rooms.. This use of the
auditorium® greatly re-
stricts extra - curricular

activities. Assembly pro-

graml will now have to be

eld in the gymnasium, and
s related eech
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and dramatics will have to
be held in the classrooms.
Also ‘located In the htg:
school building are t
gutdance office, principal’s
office and faculty rooms for
female and male teachers.

There are 16 class sec-
tions in the high school
with only 14 classrooms for
home room purposes.

Space limitations are
most pronounced in the lab-
oratory, Industrial arts,
home aris, and art class-
rooms. ‘‘Every available
space is used for in-
structional - purposes’’,
sald Mr. Dobrzynski.-

NEW COURSES
THIS YEAR

This year six new courses
of study have been intro-
duced in the high school.
These courses were the
outcome of a project begun
through Mr, Dobrzynski's
{niciative and worked on by

a teachers’ committee on

curriculum development
which was headed by high
achool ErlnclpalJames
Croddick. They are chem-
istry for terminal stu-
dents; general business
Arithmetic Il for juniors
and seniors, Electronics,
Electricity and Energy for
junior and seniors (an
elective course); Behind
the Wheel Driver Educa-
tion; General Science for

the 7th and 8th grades; and -

Language Arts for the 7th
and 8th grades.
Although Mr, Dobrzynski

felt that these additional |}

study courses were a-be-
ginning in an effort to meet
present-day curriculum
needs, he emphasized that
at least 4 additional study
areas should be introduced
in the near future; these
would be Mechanical Draw-
ing; Special Education;Re-
medial, Improved and
Speed Reading; and Busi-
ness Education,

NEW HIGH SCHOOL
BEST SOLUTION

Since the State Board of .

Education has granted only
temporary accreditation to
Hoffman High School,
through June 1966, Mr, Do -
brzynski strongly feels that
the best way to fulfill the
needs of the South Amboy
public school system would
be to build a new senior
high school on the landfill

area, which is city-owned .

property,

He said that a new school
‘building should include
classrooms, the number as
yet undetermined, for aca-
demic subjects plus rooms
for Art; Blology, Labora-
tory and Preparation;
Testing; Visual Aids;
Health and Driver Educa-
tion, Mechanical Drawing;
Industrial Arts shop large
enough for 5 work areas;
History; Steno and Office
Practice; Music; Educable
Classes; Remedtial, Im-
proved and Speed Reading;
and a study hall. In addition,
a new building would allow
for a gymnasium with
ample seating facilities; an
‘auditortum; a library, and
ample storage spice for
books and supplies, °

inconclusion, Mr. Do- '

brzynski said, *‘'The com-.
munity should be aware of
the needs of the - public
school,
needs are met, the chil-
dren will not be adequately
prepared for the world of
work or further education

beyond high school.’” '

In spite of the energetic
gaveling by Ploskonka,
tempers flared and furious
words were being ex-
changed between two
groups of people --those
objecting to the road and
those favoring it. It was
only after Mayor Richard
J. Schultz appealed to the
people politely to restrain
themselves that they quiet-
ed down, but occasional

vocal eruptions were lttll;_

the meeting.

‘Republican council candi-
date Joseph Bradley and
Joseph Medeiros, principal
spokesman for the people
op}mnﬁd to- the road, hest-
edly protested a decision
by Ploskonka to limit re-
marks from the gallery
only to those persons who
were unable to speak their
views up to the closing
.minutes of the meeting.
Ploskonka, though, actedon
a recommendation made by
board member Donald
Reed.

Reed, in._his motion, sta-
ted that statements offered
by the residents were
mostly a. ‘‘rehashing’’ of
what already had been de-
clared previously. The
meeting at this point was
already well intoits second
hour of duration,
