Madsen & L e s l i e was
awarded a contract to make
roof repair B on its bid of
$275.

OWNERS MAKE FINAL
ANTI-ROAD APPEAL

Amid entreaties by resi-
dents of Fourth St. exten-
sion not to have a road
connecting their street with
Pupek Dr., Mayor Richard
J. Schultz made an appeal
to the Planning Board and
the Board of Public Works
to give the m a t t e r more
thought before making a
final decision.
He said that this important

matter deserves further
consideration since three
petitions haVe been submit-
ted concerning It. One of the
petitions having 60 signa-
tures opposed the road;
another listing 80 names,
some of them "Mr." and

. "Mrs.," favored the road
p r o v i d i n g there is not
another road linking Fourth
St. with Main St. .
A third petition was read

at Tuesday's Council meet-
Ing signed by the directors,
wardens and vestrymen of
Christ Episcopal Church
listing six reasons why they
object to the road. They
were: (1) Approximately
200 children attend church
school and the road would
create more traffic; (2) the
extra flow of traffic would
be hazardous to me chil-
dren coming to church
school; (3) there would be
speeding; (4) the flow of
traffic would be heavy; (5)
it would create a "lover*
lane;" and (6) the cul-de-
sac is very good for the
five houses and the church.

Residents who purchased
homes there five and six '
years ago complained that
maps in existence at the
time of purchase showed a

wcul-de-sac, not a through
road. Some of the resi-
dents ttated that they even
made inquiries about the
purchase of the property

CONSERVATION MEN VIEW
CITY AREAS

Some progress has hern
made toward beautifying
the city, it was disclosed
Tuesday at City Hall.
Mayor Richard J. Schultz
stated that he met with
state Deve lopment and
Conservation Department
officials last Thursday In
an informal way with Mrs,
Eleonor Lltts of Barkalow
St. to survey regions like
the Water Works Pond, the
Macedulskl Terrace cliff
and the land fill to discuss
what meaaures can be taken
to enhance diem.

The experts, Nell Munch
and F. D.. Potter oi Ma&~
mouth County, made some
recommendatloni. Mrs.
Lltts had invited them In
conjunction with her work
with Brownies a n« Otrt
Scouts In promotirig con-
servation activities In their
programs.

Mrs. Lltts explained that
the Idea behind the meet-
ing with the experts was
to devise worthwhile prot-
ects and have the girls
(and Boy Scouts) partici-
pate in mem. She said that
« definite program will be

ftjet up as soon as more in-
formation is obta ined .

Plants and other vegetation
will be donated and that
the whole program will cost
very llttls 1/anything at all.
"All we expect from the

city Is cooperation," she
stated. "We won't need
money, only cooperation.
We are wai t ing for the
Planning Board to come up
with a definite map for
recreational purposes/'
Schultz said that the ex-

perts will send a letter to
the city suggesting what
type of vegetation to plant
on the Steep hill. It was
their opinion he said, that
vegetation could solve the
washout problem at the
cliff. They also recom-
mended that s h r u b s be
planted at the wall at me
bottom of die hill.

Lend fill

In scanning me land fill,
Schultz reported die ex-
perts as saying that die
region Is "priceless/' that
it is worth much money.
They did not think (hat
this land was suited for
buildings of high level and
proposed *at it be used
exclusively for r e c r e a -
tional purposes. They said
they would send plans for
beautifying it, SchuJtt re-
ported. •

AMSHORE SECTION FOUR

At a special meeting last
night the Planning Board
passed a resolution allow-
ing the approval qt the
Fourth Section of Amshore
Realty Co. without the con-
necting road from Pupek
Drive to Fourth St. ex-
teniion. Approval is con-
tingent on the acquisition
of an easement for the road,
an approved performance
bo'nd Is 'posted and written
approval is obtained from
the county.

B o a r d chairman- John
Ploskonka, f o l l o w i n g a
caucus with the builders,
barred public comments at
the meeting stating that the
issue *had already been
"thtOwn arouod qui te
enough." Amshore, in ad-
dition, was granted an ex-
tenBlon on its preliminary
approval application for
Section Five to November
30. There will be a public
hearing scheduled.

Final approval for Section
Four conditions included:
a filing of a form to be ap-
proved by the city attor-
ney; the amount of a per-
formance bond to be ap-
proved by the city engi-
neer; county approval in
writing for development of
the section; and acceptance
of the road easement by the
city.

The Recreation Commis-
sion had recommended the

Howley Refutes
Fire Boxes Charge
In response to charges

leveled at the Democratic
administration with regard*
to fire alarm boxes, Coun-
cilman John Howley, Chair-
man of the Fire Commis-
sion, had the following com-
ments: 1 • •-
"As far as painting poles

on which fire alarm boxes
are located, It is common
knowledge to the average
adult that it Is a violation of
the law to deface them in
any manner. Secondly, if it
were permissible, it would
be an unwise gesture for the
city to bear the expense of
painting poles belonging to
a utility that can well afford
the maintenance. ̂
"However, in connection

with painting of the alarm
boxes, now that vacations
are over, I have a program
worked out with Council-
man Henry whereby regular
city employees will be used
to do this work rather than
place an extra burden on the
taxpayers.
"As for the numbers on

various fire alarm boxes
being other than the actual
call number, I might point
out that at one time or an-
other, the average citizen
has heard the term "van-
dalism" used in connec-
tion with fire alarm boxes
and traffic light control
boxes. In an effort to save
the t a x p a y e r s the cost
($200 plus) of installing
new boxes at these loca-
tions, the city electrician *]
has been instructed to re-
place the outer shells of
such boxes from an assort-
ment of used boxes in which
the mechanical mech-
anisms have failed. 1 might
further add that no matter
what might appear on the
outside of the box, the in-
ner mechanisms are in
perfect working order and
the firemen know where to
respond when an alarm is
sounded. Also, if disinter-
ested people like Mr. Brad-
ley would stay away from
these locations when a fire
alarm is sounded, it would
greatly aid the firemen in
doing their Job even more
efficiently."

Social Security Law
Increases Benefits
Most residents will be

affected In some way by one
or more of the changes
made in the social security
law by Congress this year,
William A. Fogaf ty, social
security district manager
in Perth Amboy, announced"
this week.

The one change that will
affect all residents who now
get monthly retirement,
survivor or disability pay-
ments is the 7 percent in-
crease in the benefit rate.

The monthly rate was in-
creased 7 percent for most
people e f f e c t i v e Janu-
ary 1965. The first regular
checks reflecting the In-
crease will be mailed in
October covering Septem-
ber. In September, people
will get an extra check.
This check.will be for the
difference between the new
and old benefit rates for
January through August.
There Is no need for any-

one to come into the district
office In order to get his
benefits increased. This "
will be done automatically.

The minimum rate for
workers wno start getting
benefits when they are 65
or older was increased
from $40 to $44 a month.
The maximum montly pay-
ment for those now getting
b e n e f i t s was increased
from $127 to $135.90. Since
the minimum increase was
$4 a month, those people
whose benefit was between
$40 and $56 a month actual- *
ly are getting more than a 7
percent increase. T h o s e
now getting benefits of $57
or more a month will re-
ceive a 7 percent increase.

A worker who now gets
$60 a month will get $64.20;
one who now receives $75
will get $80.30; a person
receiving $100 will have a
new rate of $107; and a per-
son now getting $120 will
get $128.40 each month.

Family groups now get
maximum benefits between
$60 and $254 a month de-
pending on the worker's
rate. Under the new law,
families will receive maxi-
mum benefits between $66
and $309.20.

The wage base on which
social security taxes are
paid and on which bene-
fits are figured will in-
crease to $6,600 in 1966.

The changes made in the
law will permit workers
who retire in the future with
average earnings of $550
a month (equivalent to
$6,600 a year) to get $168
a month, but this amount
will not be payable for sdme
years.

. As the worker's rate ln-
cteases because of the new
$6,600 wage base, so the
maximum amount payable
to a family will Increase

,cp as .much as $368 a month.
