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STATE EDUCATOR OUTLINES
ADULT SCHOOL PROGRAM

Only two Board of Edyca-
tion members, Mayor
Richard J. Schultz, Super-
intendent of Schools ugene
S. Dobrzynsk! and High
School Principal James
Croddick were .able to at-
tend the conference held in
the board room yesterday
afternoon concerning the
proposed Adult Education
Program, but they were
able to obtain a wealth of
information which they are
now able to pass on to
others,

Present with the mayor
and the school administra-
tors for the discussion with
Dr. Clyde Weinhold of the
State Departmentof Educa-
tion was John McDohnell
who was later joined by
another board member,
Frederic Reese, who was
detaiped until dismissal
time at the Perth Amboy
Technical and Vocational
School where he is vice
principal.

Dr. Weinhold made a dis-
tinction between the Adult

Evening School which, if}

established, will be.aself-
sustaining, and the Basic
Adult Education School
which will be partly finan-
ced by the local board and
to a much greater extentby
the state through money
provided by the federal
government.

The Adult Education Pro-
gram isdevisedprincipally
for grownups who have not
attained a sixth-grade edu-
cation, Many foreign-born
residents fall in this cate-
gory, lackinqproﬂciency in
the Three R's -- reading,
writing and arithmetic --
and other basic elementary
subjects. It has been sug-
gested that classes of one
and a half hours duration
meeting twice weekly in
the evening be established
for this purpose. -

According to Dr. Wein-
hold, the state recommends
that these classes haye a
minimum of ten student
members and a maximum
of '15. He said that an in-
numerable number of such
classes can be set up ifthe
response from the public.
warrants it.

State Poys Two-Thirds
Of Director's Salary

If a community qualifies
under the Adult Basic Ed-
ucation Program, which
comes under the Economie
Opportunity Act of 1963,
Titles IIA, IIB and Title 5,
which is part of the federal
‘Manpower Development
Training Act, the state pays
the director two-thirds of
his salary, whether he is
‘employed full time or part
time. ,

New Jersey, Dr. Weinhold
said, Is doing more toedu-
cate such persons than any
other state in the Union,
The - allowance given the
local board by the state
is $1i.10 per person en-
rolled. Applicants must be
28 years of age or older,

it has been-emphasized
that this allowance 8 more
than sufficient to pay for
the entire local program.
Seuth Amboy qualifies well
for this program since
there are 875 persons 2%
years of age or more who
lack a sixth-grade level
education.
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Instructors will be re-
quired to attend workshops
in Newark in ordertolearn
how to get people interested
in the program, whdt to
teach and how .to sel up a
course, Dr, Weinhold de-
clared that the program
¢an begin with as few as
one or two classes and
gradually increase ycur
by year.

Basic Adult Education is
a very. big thing In New
Jersey, he revealed, stat-
ing that last year there
were 160,000 persons in
the state participating with
the number jumping 1o
209,000 this year. It prom-
ises to go higher next year.
‘“It 1s no longer a fad,”’ he
added. Poorer communi
ties have greater opporiu-
nities with South Amboy
on the periphery between

. the wealthy and the poor.

He said that he was glad
South Amboy has taken an

| early interest in the aid

the state offers since, gen-
erally, the larger states
gobble up the greater part
of such funds before small-
er cities can generate the
enthusiasm.

Some Seek Hobby
Courses

It has beenobserved, from
past experience, that per-
sons ' inquire first about
hobby courses, such as
‘‘golf,’”” '‘sewing,’’ ‘‘cook-
ing,”’ ‘‘oil painting,’”’ ‘‘or-
gan playing," and ‘‘banjo
playing,”’ and eventually
become interested in the
other basic subjects. -

children mutually encour-
age one another with the
result that the youngsters
do better in school and the
adults can communicate
better with others. These
are the reciprocal benefits
derived from a successful
program in which unique
_values are obtained for dol-
“lars spent. It is an ideal
setup for parents whose

grownup,

. He said that adult educa-

tion at this time 18 at a
stage where high schools
were 30 years ago. A half-
century ago there were
relatively few high schools
in the nation, but interest
in them grew almost spon-
taneously and engulfed al-
most every municipality in
a very short period of time,
It is very surprising thatin
New Jersey today the num-
ber of people without high
school diplomas  exceeds
the .,number of people who
do have them, he told the
group. .

Some local statistics,
taken from ‘‘The United
States Census of Popula-
tion, 1960’ published by
merce, reveal that in
addition to 873 adults in
South Amboy who lack a
sixth-grade education,
1,330 do not possess a
high school diploma and
that the medium of school
years completed overall
is 9.4, or less thana sopho-
more's level in high school.
In 1960.there were only 277
residents in the city who
held a college degree.

A major undertaking will
be recruiting adult stu-
dents.
