A hearing onthe issue was
held more than a month ago
before one of PUC’s com-
missioners who reported
his findings to the entire
commission. Rush said
that this was the normal
procedure followed by the

.commission, actinf on the

report of the single com-
missioner hearing the dis-
pute.

City Solicitor John E,
Mullane, who accompani®d
Rush to the hearing held
in Newark, read excerpts
of the ruling at Monday’'s

council meeting which wa
advanced from Tuesday
cause of the League” of

in Atlantic City this week.
As the legal representa-
tive of the city, Mullane

. based his principal con-

tention for the shelter on a

.city ordinance passed in

1936 which, according to
an agreement made be-
tween the city and the rall-
road, required the raillroad

such a shelter, The rail-
road conceded to this pro-

vislon in return for per-

mission to block off three

intersections in building

the passenger station and
the above-tracks pedes-
trian walkway on Henry St.

The PUC, In its report,
gtated that the enforcement
of the terme of the or-
dinance was not under the
jurisdiction of the commis-
slon under the state statute,
Title 48,

A second finding of the
commission alluded to the
number of commutors
using sputhbound trains
whose number was con-
sidered insufficient to war-

- rant construction of a shel-

ter. During a survey, It
was determined that the
number of passengers
boarding acuthbound trains
in the city did not exceed
11 per train with a maxi-
mum nurhber of 86 for any
given day. - )

Finally, the FUC main-
tained that public conven-
jence and necessity did not
require a southbound pas-
senger shelter. The city
had requested a shelter
constructed with a roofand
no sides, built of woed,
with dimenstions of 40 feet
by 12 feet, It estimated
that such a shelter would
cost the rallroad approxi-
mately $1,200. The rail-
road claimed that a metal
shelter, 8 f{eet by 16 feet,
enclosed on three sides,
would cost $3,300.

More than a decade ago,
there was a substantial,
heated shelter of brick and
mortar in eervice for pas-
sengers, but the railroad
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razed it becauae of peren-
nial vandalism, It tikes
passengers from three to
five minutes to croses the
pedestrian bridge spanning
the tracks to get to the
southbound side from the
northbound trpcks,:

Rush denounded the rail-
road and the state for the
actjon they took while com-
mending Mullane for his
defense of the city’s in-
terest. He said that the
railroad is being coddled
by the state, that the ratl-
road is ‘‘crying the blues
that they are in the red
tinancially,”” and that the
state is taking sides with.
the railroad and against

“*The raflroad must learn
to meet competition by re-
moving some of its un-
necessary overhead, and
not run to the state for
help each year,”’ Rush de-
clared. -

that the "city lost this

money, not the state, and
that it was tantamount to
taking this money out of
the poor workingman’s
pocket and handing it over
to the railroad.

One councilman, a Dem-
ocrat, gave Rush a round
of applause, explaining that
Rush expreased his per-
sonal sentiments about the
matter, The only recourse
left to the city is an appeal
to. the courts, which the
city is unlikely to under-
take because of the high
cost.
