Members of the Board of
Public Works discussed the
plausibiiity of deepening
one of its principal wells
in order to be able to ex-:
tract more water from |t,
Well No, 8, which extends
235 feet into the ground,
wiil also get a new pump,

The work is expected to
" cost- $2,425, .. It will be

lowered 12 feet or more,

at the discretion of the

superintendent, It I8 a

deep well which; whenfirst

instalied, was calibratedto
produce 730 gallons of
water a minute, The state

limits the pumping to 700

gallons,

Superintendent Michael
Nagle disclogsed that the
output of the well wentdown
this year due to the
lowering of the water table
level .as a result of the
prolonged drought, He said
that it is curtailing the
filtration process because
it 18 not producing the sup-
ply of water needed, .

At the suggestion of board;
president Frank Tarallo,
board memibers voted to
request a letter of con-
firmatuon from Lane, the
contractor, that deepening
the well will increase its
‘water supply.

Since the capital improve-
ment account does not con-
tain the necessary funds,
this project and another,
installation of a fence a-
round the pumping station
at . Amboy Gardens, has
been placed on the agenda
for d.e 1966 board budget
for consideration,

Upon the recommendation
of board member Thomas
‘Vail, the board agreed to
investigate the installation
of some type of reserve
emergency power appara-
tus in case of a blackout
‘a8 occured two weeks ago
in New York, The reserve
power would be applied to
operate at least one boost=
er pump and well during a
power crisis,

Mr, Nagle proposed that
a roadway be built across
the Water Works Park pond

~ to give access to cleaning
out the growth and other
matter in it as a means
of providing seepage into
the underground water well

sources, There was a

possibility of obtaining

state park financial assist-
ance should the project be

decided upon, ,

The superintendeng also
revealed that about 200 feet
of piping had been laid
Tuesday along Davis Lane
from the main line onMain
St. to service a tavern

Patrick J. Monaghan of
218 David St,, betteved to

“be South Amboy's oldest

resident, died in his sleep

Friday morning after a
brief {liness which confined
him to bed the past three
days,. He would have been
98 years old in December,

For many years a prom-
inent resident of the city,
Mr, Monaghtan served as
the municipal plumbing in-
spector in the early 1920°s
and 1930's in addition to
being a contractor. The
shop which he operated at
the corner of Stevens Ave,
and David St. was first
opened to.business in 1883
for plumbing and heating as
P. J. Monaghan & Son,

The deceased was plumb-
ing inspector until suc-
ceeded in that post by the
fite Arthur Hulse who died
in Keyport about seven
years ago. His son, John
J. Monaghan, is the present
plumbing inspector,

‘In his later years, Patrick
Monaghan was up and about
in spite of his age until he
became ill just prior tohis
death, He was a source of
information regarding old
municipal history but was
reticent in recent years to
talk about former times
because it reminded him of
his many friends who had
pasesed away, -

His wife, the late Mar-
garet Welsh Monaghan,
died Feb, 12, 1955, They
had been married 57 years
prior to her death,

About 1912, Mr
ghan, assisted by
Leo A, of this city, who
resides! on . Augusta St,,
placed the copper roof on
the exterior of the dome
at Rahway State Prison,
He had inlaid the cefling
with metal, The dome
is said to be the second or
third largest in the world
and has, in recent years,
been surfaced with stain-
less steel. Mr. Monaghan
also installed all of the
sewer linea inthe city from
Stevens Ave, to the city
line along Highway 33, -

A charter member of Pro-
tection Engine Fire Co., he
is survived by two daugh--
ters, Mrs, John J., Mc-
Donneil of South Amboy and
Mrs, omas F, Grimley
of Westfield, and a third
son, James Russell, of
Carteret, in addition to
John and Leo, as well as
