Mayor Richard J, Schultz,
when alerted, jumped into
a car with Fire Chief Frank
Conrqy, Jr,, as Councilmen
Jack Howley and Peter J,
Rush teamed up in their
car to arrive at the scene
within seconds, But Pat-

the situation well in hand,
Hero of the incident, in
addition to Officer Noble,
was Thomas Coan, a Penn-
.. 8ylvania Railroad Company
engineer, who jumped from
a moving passenger train
to inform the group at the
water main break that sev-
eral men were moving
about sus in the
dark in the rear of the
store at 161 No, Broadway,
The time was 10:55 Np.m.
Patrolman T..omas Noble
proceeded to the store iIn

foot to iIntercept the pair
there. As he appraached,
he saw the store delivery
truck driving off and head-
ing toward First St, He
noted that there were two
men in the cab of the truck,

Noble dashed to the
driver’s side of the truck
and, gun in hand, drdered
the driver to halt and the
men to disembark,  They

did so reluctantly and, as’

they did, one of them held
an object in his hand, It
turned out to be a transistor
radio which the bearer took
from the truck and dropped
to the ground on Nobie’s
command,

Holding them at gun point
while awaiting assistance,
Noble disclosed that one of
the intruders made an at-
tempt to flee but stopped
when Noble orderedhim to,
Moments later, reinforce-
ments in the persons of
Patrolmen James Tedesco,
John Duggan, Steve Malkie-
wicz, and Robert Kelly ar-
rived followed by Mayor
Schuiltz and the counciimen
and firemen, , .
