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| SCHOOL BOARD ADOPTS
 TEACHER SALARY GUIDE

A new saiary schedule for
teachers was adopted by the
Board of Education last
night granting teachers a
$£200 adjustment in their
pays and placing them on a
competitive basis with
teachers of other districts
inthe area, This ad justment
was_ in addition to their an-
nual increments of $300
for the first five steps in
the schedule and $250 for
the remaining eight steps,

All teachers inthe system
received ‘a2 minimum. of
$450 rise ({n pay with the
exception of those teachers
who were already atthe top
of the scale who obtained
only the $200 adjustment,
.The range {n pay for
nurses in 13 steps in the'|
new schedule is between
$5,000 and $8,000, For
teachers with a bachelor’s
degree, the starting salary
was boosted from $35,200
to $5,400 with a maximum
of 55,600. ‘Those with a
bachelor's degree and 30
graduate course credits
will receive $5,600 to start
and $8,800 as a maximum.
Similarly, teachers with
master’s degrees scale
from $35,700 to $8,900,

There were two other
categories listed, those
with master’s degrees plus
‘30 additional credits,
having a range between
- $5,900 and go,mo and
holders &t doc;g;:;rg‘e‘-
grees, wi a g
salary of $6,000and a max-
imum of $9,200, -

No teachers were present
at the meeting to express
opinions on the new sal-
aries, However, it is as-
sumed that the teachers had
accepted it in view of the
fact that a Teachers Asso-
clation -salary committee

the board to arrive at the
