SILVER PUCE INCREASE EXPECTED IN 196S
Speculation in silver will

increase (^msiderably by
the end of 1966. and with-
in three years, 'Ve tan ex-
pect 'its price to double/*
according to Jack Kaplan,
president of Spiral Metal
Company, inc.. South Am-
boy. Consumers will feel
'the effects of a silver price

^rise in the cost of Jewelry,
-silverware, photographic
film and myriad other pro-
ducts,

Mr. Kaplan--who.se com-
pany ' is a refiner and fa-
bricator of precious me-
tals—also feels there will
be Increased pressure on
the price of gold, while
the free market price of
platinum can be expected
lo drop back to about SI40
per troy ounce.

, A LQOK AT SILVER
More silver will continue

to be consumed than pro-
duced next year. "As the
price of base metals such
as copper, lead and zinc
ease, .production will de-
cline/ he says. "As a
result, by-product silver
will be in shorter Bupply."

• The price of silver should
remain at $1.29 per ounce
throughout the year, feels
Mr. Kaplan, "but treasury
stocks will continue to
dwindle, even if the pace
of depletion slows. There
must come a point when
the government will with-
draw from the silver mar-
ket, and then the price of
metal will seek its own—
and higher—level."
Industrial and consumers

won't even be aware the
products they purchase
have silver. Automobile
radiators, for example,
now contain silver solder.
"While the metal costs
more," says Mr. Kaplan,
"the savings In efficiency,
and the reduction of re-
jects, justify the use of
sliver. This reasoning will
result in a number of im-
portant new uses for sil-
ver."

GOLD IN 1966
The price of gold will

remain at $35 per ounce
during 1966, according to
Mr. Kaplan, "but there wijl
be pressure on the price,

primarily .because of in-
creased Industrial demands.

If the nation continues to
lose ground in its battle
to maintain a favorable flow
of gold^ "we can expect
to see the government play-
Ing down, its Importance as
a monetary backing," he
says. "If the current trend
continues, the United States
may try to convince other
nations that gold isn't
really all that Important,
and this will probabjy only
serve to spur these na-
tions to convert more dol-
lars than ever Into ROM "
The increased industrial

demand -for precious me-
tals became evident when
the Soviet Union withdrew
its platinum from the world
marktt. The price of pla-
tinum Jumped to nearly
$170 ,per ounce In New
York. In recent days, the
price has dropped amid
indications mat the United
States will sell some of
its surplus.
'"Platinum will be the only

precious metal to decrease
In price -during 1966," says
Mr. Kaplan. "The free
market price should come
down to about $140 per
ounce," and Mr. Kaplan
believes the Soviet Union
will probably re-enter
the market, on at least
a* limited scale, within the
next three or four months.
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
