IN INTERVIEW

" Although not” much head-
way has apprarently been
made toward legalizing
traffic signal lights in the
city in sapite of constant
appeals to the state, much
has been accomplished in
the municipality ‘through-
out the year according to
an .interview. with the
mayor.

Mayor Richard J, Schultz
- disclosed that major steps
have been taken to make
the Police Department
more effective. In addition
to naming Edward O'Leary
police chieftosucceedJohn
T. Gleason who retired a
year ago, a traffic safety
officer had been set up
. with Captain Alexander Ab-

batiello” as traffic safety
officer, During the year
a Juvenile Department was
also eatablished with Fa-
trolman John Duggan as
- juvenile officer,

The mayor and city coun-
.cil met with various state
officials to take measures
in -eliminating a serious
traffic hazard at the ap-
proaches and juncture of
Routes 9 and 35 where ac-
cidents occur almost daily.
Throughout the city nu-
‘merous stop street signs
have been proposed and
58 of them had so far
been legalized, Traffic
safety lines and cross-
walk lanes at lntersectlons
had been painted.

Police patrol cars have
been equipped with new
radlos and ‘‘walkie-
talkies’’ have been obtained
- for quick police contacts.
. Two new firetrucks have
* . ’been acquiredfor Progres-
sive and Mechanicsville
‘Fire Companies and abevy
- of fire gear, such as hose,
raincoats, boots, sights,
helmets, axes and nozzles
have been added. y

Municipal street lighting,
the mayor said, is the best
in the county for which
about $35,000 is expended
annually. Thecity has three
good balifields and a num-

er of fine playgrounds
under a ~recreation pro-
gram that is considered
second to none in a com-
munity of comparable size,

There are playgrounds in
Mechanicsville, Sixth St.,
George St., Rosewell St,,
Corlogue Ave. and Ve-
terans Field, Others, such
as one at Fine Ave. and
-George St., are beingplan

ned.

In addition to the fields
and playgroundl the city
has provided-a skating rink
at Sixth Stret, Basketball
courts at JohnSr , Conlogue
Ave. and the foot of Henry
St., as well as a tennis
court on Sixth St. Thd sum-

arts crafts, dancing
sessions and baseball and
softball leagues for all age
groups, boys and girls.

Zone A, limiting construc-
tion to one-fimily resi-
dences on lots 200 by 150
feet.
