At the.outset, I also want to express my sincere
pleasure in working with thé Governing Body of our

opinions, .

The Planning Board has drawn a new ordinance,
which ,we trust will correct many deficiencies that
existesxin our city and will make way for further
construdtive planning and expansion that is so vitally
necessary to the people of South Amboy.. e

of money during the past year, and anticipates gpend-
inggnore to provide for the necessary facilities needed
by that Board in properly serving the residents of our
City, The Governing Body has gone along with them
and at present plans are being made to have our
sewer ‘and water lines properly located on maps, so
that should an emergency arise we may efficiently go
to the sou¥ce of trouble without relying onthe memory
of man in order to find where these installations are
